HOW ABOUT THE HARVEST?

The shortage of flour and wheat
products is so serious between now
and next harvest/ that every effort
must be made by this continent to
tide it over. Farmers by producing
wheat are helping to win the war, By
saving flour they and everybody else
in the country may also help towards
the end. In this connection it is of
interest to note that in the West'it is
estimated that the three Prairie Prov-
inces this spring have sown an' in-
crease of about 2,6000000 acres of
which 2,000,009 acres are of eat.
This is the repcrt of Mr. J. D. Mec-
Gregor, Director of Labor for -the
Canada Food Board, with offices in
Winnipeg. It is based upon estima-
tes received from a large number of
points throughout the three Provinces
as well as upon the personal observa-
tion of Mr. McGregor himself. If the
overage crop from this increased
acreage amounts to only ten bushels
of wheat per acre, which is a very low
estimate indeed, the average being
more like twenty bushels it would
mesn 20,906,000 bushels of wheat.

An
Order-in-Council passed on May 17th
makes this express provision:—

“A bona fide farmer shall be per-
mitted to hold, subject to the order of
the Canada Food Board, the amount
of flour, made wholy or part from'
wheat, he may have in his possession
in excess of the amount prescribed by
Order No. 31 if, on or before the 15th
day of June, 1918, he reports to the
miller or dealer, from whom it was

| purchased or by whom it was manu-
| factured, the excess amount held by

him.”

When these reports are received it
is the duty of the miller or dealer to
pass them on to the Canada Food |
Board and thus it will be known by
the authorities what the supply ofl
flour in the country is and where it is
Further this Order provides that in
cases where a farmer or any other
person has in his possession one partly
used barrel or paclt:age he shail not be
required to return his surplus re- |
quirements nor sha'l he be wquled £
return amounts of less than 25 lbs.
Thus it is seen that the mlr‘nnnn of |
the Order is entircly reasonable and
will not work hardship or inconvenien- |
ce unnecessarily.
