Car lots
No. 2 which sold yesterday at 61igc
closed to-day at 59%c, while No. 3 showed an
equal decline. July sold from 5i%c to 55%c,
closing at‘latter price in sympathy with the
decline in corn and on improved weather condi-
tions.
