THE PRINCIPALS STILL AT LARGE.

hHow the Crime Was Planned
and Carried Out.

Omly Hobbery Intended, Murder Followed

' 'Resistance—The deu Believed to Have
Obtained a Considerable Sum of Money
—Coury's Aequaintance in Yorkestreet
Not Oue of the Assassins—Facts Which
Dissipate Many of the Theories Which
Have TNeeh Advanced From All
thorl,‘ 3 :

James Williams and his putative wife
Eliza Williams, who were murdered in
- their dwelling on the Middle Road, Tor-
onto Township, on Thursday or Friday
night of last week were killed by burglars,
who went to the place with the intention
of robbing it.

All other theories, including the one that
_the lired man had a hand in the affair and
the idiotic supposition which bas been
Iterated and reiterated by some of the
papers that the crime was' committed or
instigated by relatives who expect-
ed to profit by the old' ocouple’s
death, may be dismissed at once.
The latter, in fact, was ;80 highly impro-

, bable from the outset that no person who
« canvassed the situation on the scene of the
crime gave it any consideration.

Not only has it been established that the
murder was. committed by = professional
burglars, but Detective Greor is satisfied
that he knows the men, for there were two
of them who eommiitted the deed.

Three men are in, custody, but the
authorities are satisfied that none of the
trio bad anything to do with the perpetra-
tion of the crime, although Butcher, the
Little York milkman, may know the guilty
parties. : !

The Only Aceceptable Theory,

The developments during the five ‘and a
half days which have elapsed since the dis-
tovery of the bodies of the vietims lead the
wathorities to the following conclusions:

Two. professional burglars, who reside
in this city, located theWilliams habitation
jome weeks ago. In making a tour of
the country they became aware of the
'mpression which was prevalent at Port
Credit and Cooksville that the old couple
were misers, and that being afraid to trust
ike banks they kept their money concealed
ibout the house.

They decided. to loot the place, and

risited it for that purpose either lnst I'hurs-
iayor Friday night. What took ‘place in
the house is of course a sealed book, but
the hypothesis of the detectives is that the
sld woman resisted the attempt to rob the
premises, that a struggle ensued, and that
she murder followed. The two men whom
yhe detectivessuspectof the murder,although
joung in years, are believed to be quite
sapabls of not stopping short at anything.
T'he fuct that money was found concealed in
rarions nooks and corners after the murder
aas led to the supposition that the visitors
got no cash. ' The discovery of the conceal-
¢t funds indicates direcily the opposite.
I'he probability is that, the aged victims
ped money secreted in a good many more
places, und that the visitors came across a
large sum, were satisfied and left without
prosetuting the search further.
" They then hitched up the horse and
irove to the city.

WILL GIVE UP RIFF LEADERS. |

The Sultan Will furrender the Authors
" of the Attack on Melilla.

MAprip, Dec. 22.—A despatch from
Melilla says that Muley Araaf has promised
to hand over to Spain all the authors of the
attack at Melilla on Oct. 2; also to deliver
up the men wiio tried to steal the Spanish
barque on the Oro. . The condition he
makes is that they shall be taken by sea to
Tangier and handed to the Sultan. He has
agreed also to the principle of paying Spain
indemnity for the action of the Riffs on
Oct. 2, and subsequently, on condition that
the amount shall be determined by the
Sultan. Mauley Araaf has undertaken also
to establish a neutral zone and to clear
away the Riff buildings, including the
mosque and cemetery, although he has de-
terred, until the Saltan’s arrival, the work
of assigning to the Riffs other sites. When
the zone shall have beer determined the
Riffs and Spaniards shall enjoy in it equal
rights. - 3

HAMBROUGH’S MURDER

. STILL A MYSTERY,

LiBpvr,

Lord Justice Clark Sums Up the Evidence
and the Jary Rotarns a Verdict of
“Not Proven" After Forty-Five Minutes’
Deliberation—~Their ¥inding Received
With Cheers, e 4

Epinpurcn, Dec, 22.—The jury in the
Monson case has returned a verdict of mot
guilty.

Lord Justice Clark, the Right Hon.
J. H. A. MacDonald, before whoth and a
jury the trial of Alfred John Monson for the
murder of Lt. Hambrough is being
beld, summed up the evidence . for
the benefit of the jury to-day. He
said that the evidence against the
accused was purely circumstantial, and
therefore it was ry that there should
be no flaw or break in the chain of testi-
mony. The case, he added, unveiled a dark
side of soeial life,

Major Hambrongh, father of the de-
ceased, had' run through his means and
his life-interest in certain property had
been mortgaged o pay his debts, Thus he
was unable to educate his son- except by
arranging for postponed payments to
the accused. ~ After his .son had
been placed in the care of Mon-
son #mbrough came to distrust the
accused, and desired to remove his son,
The latter materially preferred living with
people who were saurrounded with certain
external affluence rather than to share the
'squalid lodgings occupied by his parents.
Hence there was a certain estrangement be-
tween father and son, which placed the
latter further under the influence of Mon-
son.

The Lord Justice Clerk turther said that
in 1892, the Monsons’ were practically
without means,

Hambrough'’s Extraordinary Proposal.

He proceeded to refer to the extraordi-
nary proposal of Lieut. Hambrough to form
o partnership with Sebright, which he said
showed the igrandiose absurd notions held
by the deceased respecting the largeness of
the estate he would inherit. The next
episode touched upon was the obtaining
of a judgment against Lieut. Hambrough
at the instance of Mrs. Monson and its
sale to Tottenham at a quarter of its value,
Monson had deceived Tottenhani in respect
of taking the Ardlamont shooting in the
letter of July 23, when he stdted shat he
had completed the lease, whereas no ne-
gotiations had taken place. is object
‘evidentlv was to induce Tottenham to send
him £250, nominally to pay the deposit,
but really to provide an insurance pre-
mium, 2

A Sad Tale of Dishonesty,

After referring to other details of the
Ardlamont lease, the judge said that up to
that stage the story was a sad one - of un-
truthfulness and dishonesty. Monson’s
affairs from this time were in a desperate
condivion, He failed to carry out the pur-
chase of the life interests. It had been
proved that Monson was awaré that the as-
signation.of the assurance would boabsolute-
ly worthless if Lieut. Hambrough died be-
fore he attained his majority. %{ the ques-
tion of motive was displaced, or it was
doubtfal, the evidence was enormously in

risoner’s favor, After the Lord Chief Jus-
tice Clark had finished the case was given to
the jury and they retired for deliberation.
They were out only about three-quarters
of an hour, when they returned with the
Scoteh verdict, *“Not proven,”

There was s large crowd present and the
verdict was received with cheers,

The “Procurator-Fiscal,”

In connection with the sensational Ardla-
mont case many people in England have
heard for the first time of the Procurator-
Fiscal, a Scotch official, whose ' duties are
very much like those of our District At-
torney. The origin of his office is not very
well known. The Procurator-Fiscal’s duties
remind one of the criminal procedure of
France, énd.the ' office in reality owed its
L‘fxinence to the old connection between

sauland Scotis, which was broken when a
Ssuars came to reigd over England. ’

The Procurator-Fiscal acts as public pro-
secutor for his county or shire. He is both
a detectiveand nlawyer. He searches for
facts, prepares the case for the prosecution
and before the higher courts acts as solici-
tor to the prosecuting counsel. Procura-
torg are paid according to the size of their
shires and the importance of their duties,
the rates varying between £400 to £1250 a
year.

Has Sold Ardiamont, -

Major Lamont has succeeded in disposing
of the Highland estate, Ardlamont," the
scene of the mysterious shooting by which
Lieutenant Hambrough came by his death.
The property has been in the market for
some time st the upset price of £80,000.

A famous novelist has been pltinged into
grief by the Ardlamont tragedy. Helen
Mathers, the author of *‘Cherry Ripe,” is
o sister of Mrs. Hambroughi, mother of the
murdered man, to whom she was much at-
tached.

Mr. Gladstone
said he did not suppose the Commons
wished the Duke to cease his charucter as
an Englishman, He refused to debate the
question.
