U.S. IGNORANCK OF DIPLOMACY,

When Britain. Has Trouble With South
Ameriea the Monroe Doctrine Won't Figure,

London, April 17.—The St. James Ga-
zette, commenting upon the latest de-
velopments in the dispute between Great
Britain and Nicaragua, eays: ‘“There
is wonderful ignorance of diplomacy upon
the part of the American journalists.
Why should we want to bombard Grey-
town ? If Nicaragua has been so foolish
as to refuse to pay the indemnity which,
with the knowledge of the United Btates,
we demanded, we shall take such steps
as the American Government was perfect-
ly aware at the time of asking, The
Monroe doctrine, has beenx a doctrine for
62 years, and has not been acted upon
yet. When Great Britain has serious
differences to settle with South Ameri~
can republics, it will not be prevented
from doing so by anything but settled
international law.”

Washington, April 17.—The United
States is to be represented at the Kiel
celebration on June 19, by the finest
American fleet that has visited Euro&)ean
waters since the eivil war, headed by
the armored cruiser New York ag flag-
ship, and the triple screw flyer Colum-
bia, which will be detached for this pur-
pose from Admiral Meade’s fleet when
it arrives at Key West mext month,
with the addition of the San Francisco
and Marble Head, now in the Levant.
Admiral Kirkland, now in charge of the
European station, will command the
squadron. The detachment of the New
York and Columbia, from the Home
Squadron at this juncture, is taken as
an additional indication of the confidence
of the adminiptration that the United
States is in no danger of being involved
in-any trouble over the affairs of Ameri-
can Republics and that the Cuban and
Nicaraguan disturbance. will he settled
by diplomatic representatives.

A New Power Will Rise in the East.

London,’ April 18.—The Daily News
says: It is evident that Japan necessa-
rily will become the dominant power
in China, if she supplies the proper leader-
ship. The world will witness the rise of
& new power on a c¢olossal scheme. There
is no-cause for alarm in any case. What
is dope is done, and Virtually nothing
can alter it, and nothing ought to. It is
& true conquest effected by war. It is a
tonquest of the right to a market appa-
rently on an enormous seale. There is
something positively exhilarating in the
thought of China open to the enterprise
of the human race. We do not believe
English enterprises will suffer, Nothing
but our own follies’ and mistakes will
deprive us of the lead throughout the
east. ' The new treaty, in its industrial
aspects only, improves our opportunities;
in its political issues it may safely be
left to take care of itself.
