MUST PAY FOR HIS LEGAL FUN.

The Celebrated Cases of May v. Beding
field et al. Not Found to be Profitable
to the Higher Courts.
Osgoode Hall, Nov. 23, 189%.

The trial of Thibadeau v. Garland,
the last of the cases at the non-jury
sittings, was continued all day and
then adjourned sine die. McCarthy,
Q.C., and Clute, Q.C., for plaintiffs.
Ritchie, Q.C., and C. A. Masten for de-
fendants.

A question before the Court of Ap-
peal in the Little Bob Dam and Slide
was whether the bed of a certain
stream is vested in the Dominion Gov-
ernment. The county judge of the
county of Victoria holds that it is and
dismissed the application of the Mos-
som Boyd Co. to fix tolls under R.S.0,,
ch. 120. ‘Wickham, for the Boyd Co.,
supported the appeal. Cassels, Q.C.,
and Stewart (Lindsay), for the Gil-
more Co. and Rathbun Co., opposed
the appeal. Judgment was reserved.

The somewhat celebrated case of
May v. Bedingfield and five other ac-
tions occupied the attention of the Q.
B. D. Court (Meredith, C.J., and Rose
J.). The Master in Chambers ordered
the plaintiff to give security for costs,
holding that he is insolvent; that he
had no beneficial interest in the subject
matter of the actions and that costs
of former actions, nearly similar, are
unpajd. Boyd, C., and Street, J., af-
firmed the Master’s orders, but the
plaintiff is not satisfiled and Joseph
Aloysius Donovan, on his behalf, sup-
ported this appeal. W. E. Middleton
and A. B. Armstrong, contra. Judg-
ment was reserved.

THE ALBION HOTEL LEASE,

Landlord Holderness, Seeking for a Re-
newal of 21 Xears, Believes the Property; |
Has Depreciated in Value.

The value of the property on which
the Albion Hotel stands has been the
subject of an arbitration which has
Jjust closed. No finding has yet been
awrived at. Judge Morgan was the
arbitrator for Mr. John Holderness,
who is seeking for a renewed lease for
21 years and Judge Morson represent-
ed the owner Mr. Berkinshaw. The
latter maintained that the land was
worth $350 per foot, but Mr. Holder-
ness claimed that $1756 was its maxi-
mum value, presenting evidence to
show that St. Lawrence Market was
falling into disuse, the cattle market
had been rémoved and that the sys-
tem of tolls and market fees had de-
preciated the haymarket as an ex-
change. It was also shown that the
civic assessment for properties on
King-street in the same djstrict had
fallen from $450 to $375 per front foot
in twelve months.

An arbitration will shortly be com-
menced between the  St. Lawrence
Foundry Company and the Small es-
tate; the point at issue being the value
of the property at the corner of King
and Berkeley-streets. Mr. Robert Jaf-
fray will represent the foundry people,
Iion. S. C. Wood the Small estate, and
Mr.: Aemilius Irving, Q.C., will act as
umpire.
