TRAMPS.

Two of the best detectives in Massa­
chusetts were detailed last summer to 
proceed to the western part of the 
State, join the army of tramps,associate 
with them for several weeks, and keep 
a journal of their observations.

istence of silver, nor knew it when they 
saw it. The bluish stuff* which was so 
abundant and which was silver ore, in­
terfered with their operations and gave 
them the greatest annoyance. Two 
brothers named Groscli possessed more 
intelligence than their fellow-workers, 
and were the real discoverers of the 
Comstock lode ; but one of them died 
from a pickaxe wound in the foot, and 
the other was frozen to death im the 
mountains. Their secret died with 
them. When at last, in the eariy part 
of 1859, the surface croppings of their 
lode were found, they were worked for 
the gold they contained, and the sil­
ver was thrown out as being worthless. 
Yet this lode since 1860 has yielded a 
large proportion of all the silver pro­
duced throughout the world. The sil­
ver mines of Potosi were discovered 
through the trivial circumstances of an 
Indian accidentally pulling up a shrub, 
to the roots of which were attached 
some particles of the precious metal.

During the Thirty Years’ War in 
Germany, the little village of Croscow 
in the island of Usedom. on the Prus­
sian border of the Baltic, was sacked 
by the contending armies, the villagers 
escaping to the hills to save their lives. 
Among them was a simple par tor, nam­
ed Schwerdler, and his pretty daughter 
Mary.

Midian. Captain Burton, with a geolo­
gist, an engineer, a photographer and 
thirty miners, set sail in December 
from Suez for Muwaylah in one of the 
Khedive’s war steamers. The main ob­
ject of the expedition is an exploration 
and survey of the inner slopes of the 
mountains lining the east coast of the 
Gulf of Akkabah. Specimens of all 
the metals mentioned in the Book of 
Numbers—such as gold, silver, iron and 
lead—were found last Spring in suffi­
cient quantities to warrant a careful 
examination of the country. The sea­
ward slopes of the mountains has been 
carefully worked by the miners of old, 
dating from the days of tho ancient 
Egyptians. As in the laud of Midian, 
the metals all come out of the moun­
tains where there are enormous strata 
of quai'tz, it is only in accordance 
ordinary experience to suppose that 
the same geological formation extends 
inland. It is also evident, from the ac­
count given by the Bedouins, that the 
interior of the country has never been 
worked, and it is significant that 
the houses of the miners, as well 
as the forts erected for their protection 
by the ancient Egyptians, have only 
been found near the coast. Under these 
circumstances, there is every reason to 
expect that the interior of the country 
may be made to yield considerable 
quantities of ore. Captain Burton 
expects to return to Alexandria late in 
March.
