Prohibition has been in force eo many 
years in Maine that te contrast its effects on 
crime as compared to license we have to look 
back almost forty years. Hon. Hirman 
Knowlton of Maine, said, in a speech at the 
recent Neal Dow celebration: “ During 1855 0 
prohibition was in force in Maine, and dur­
ing that time sixty-five persons were com­
mitted to the etatee prison. In 1857-8 the 
state was under loense and 121 were com­
mitted, “[almost two to one]”. The num­
ber of persons committed to jail in Port­
land, excluding those for violation of the li­
quor law, for nine months prior to prohibi­
tion, was 2,791; for the same time under 
prohibition 63. The number 
watch-house for nine monks prior to prohi­
bition in Portland, was 421; during nine 
months of prohibition 180. The number 
committed to alms-house for 
against 141 under prohibition.
