But we most be fair and add

that this fine variety has the

serious fault of being subject to

apple scab, wvbich renders con-

stant spraying necessary and

much increases the cost of rais-

ing fine samples. Mr. John

Craig, in 1893, also reported

that while the wood was hardy

he found it sonewhat tender at

Ottawa.
