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so valued by Guernsey breeders and
more particularly noticeable within the
cars. The Guernsey ropresents an ani-
mnl worthy of the caroful consideration
of all interested in the keeping and
breeding of cattlo.”

Ax old horseman says: If you want
to buy a horse, don't believe your own
brother. Touke no man's wond for it.
Your eyo is your market. Don't buy a
horse in harness.  Unhiteh him and
tnke everything oft but his halter, and
lead him avound. It he has o corn, or
is stiff, or any other failing. you can seo
it.  Let him go by himself a way, and if
he staves right into anything you know
he is blind.  No matter how clear and
bright his eyes are, he can’t see any
more than a bat.  Buck him, too. Some
liorses show clhieir weakness ab tricks in
that way when they don’t in any olier.
But, bo assmart as you can, you'll get
caught sometitmes. Iven an oxpert gots
stuck. A horse may luok ever so nice
and go at a great pace, and yet have fits.
There is1’t & man conld tell it till some-
thing happens. Or he may have a weak
back. Give him the whip and off he
goes for a milo or two, then all of a sud-
den he stops in the road. After a rest
he starts again, but soon stops for good,
and nothing but a derrick could move
him,

The weak poiats of a horss can be
Yetter discovered while standing than
while moving. If he is sound he will
stand firmly and squarely on his limbs
without moving any of them, the feet
flatly upon the ground, with legs plump
and naturally potsed or, if the foot is
lifted from the ground and the weight
taken from it, disease may be suspected,
ot at least tenderness, which is a precur-
sor of ('isease. If the horse stands with
his feet spread apart, or straddles with
bhie hind legs, there is a weukness in the
Joins, and the kidneys are disordered.
Heavy pulling bends the knees.  Bluish
milky cast eyes in horses indicate moon
blindness or something else. A bad
tempered horse keeps his ears thrown
back. A kicking horse is apt to have
scarred legs. A stumbling horse has
blemished knees.  When the skin is
rough and harsh, and does not move
easily to the touch, the horse is a heavy
eater, and digestion is bad. Never buy

impaired. Placo youg ear at the side of
the heart, and if a wheezing sound is
heard it is an indication of trouble,
