Niturs never burries.  Every phase
of her working shows plan, calmupess,
reliability and the absence of hurry.
Hurry always impltes lack of definite
wwethod, confuston, impatience of slow
growth. The Tower of Babel, the
world's firet sky-scraper, was a fallure
because of hurry. They mistook thelr
arrogant ambition for {inspiration.
They had too many builders — aud no
avchitect. They thought to make up
the lack of a head by a superfluity of
hands. This {8 a charactaristic of
burry. Harry seeks ever to make en-
ergy asubstitute for a clearly deficed
plan—the result is ever as hopeless as
trying to transform a hobby-horse into
a steed by brisk driving.

Hurry is a counterfeit of haste.
Haste has an ideal, a distinct aim to
be realized by the quickest, direct
methods. Haste has a single compass
upon which it relles for direction and
in harmony with which its course is
determined. Hurry says: *‘1 must
move faster. [ will get threes cown-
passes ; 1 will have them different: 1
will be guided by all of them. Oae of
them will probably be right.” Hurry
never realizes that slow, careful found-
ation work is the quickest in the end.

Hurry had ruined more Americans
than bas any other word in the vocabu-
Jary of life. Hurry is the scourge of
America. It is both & cause and a re
sult of our high pressure civilization
Hurry adroltly assumes so many mas-
querades of disguite that it3 identity is
not always recoguized.

Hurry alwaye pays the higheat price
for everything, and, usually, the goods
are not delivered. Iu the race for
wealth men often sacrifice time, en-
ergy, health, home, happiness and
houor—everything that money canuot
buy, the very things that money can
vever bring back. Hurry is a phan.
tom of paradoxes. Business men, in
their desire to provide for the future
happloess of their family, often sacri-
tice the present happiness of wife and
family on the altar of hurry. They
forget that their place in the home
should be something greaterthan being
merely *‘ the man that pays the bills

In thelr hurry to attain some ambl-
tion, to gratify the dream of a life,
men often throw honor, truth, generos
ity to the winds. Politiclans dare to
stand by and see a city poisoned with
foul water until they ‘' see where thoy
come in " on & waterworks appropria
tlon. If it be necessiry to poison an
army — that, too, is but an incident in
the hurry for wealth.

Tt.e educational system of to-day is
a monnmental institution dedicated to
hurry. The children are forced to go
through & serics of studies that sweep
the circle of all human wiedom. They
are given everything that the ambit.
fous ignorance of tho ago can force
into their minds; they are taught
everything but the essentials—how to

use their senses and how to think.
Their minds become congested by a
great mass of undigested facts, and
atill the cruel, barbarous forclog goes
on.

Accept slow growth if it must bu slow,
and know the results must come, as
you would aceept the night—with ub-
solute assurance that the heavy leaded
moment must bring the morning.

Lt
us care for nothing so much that we
would pay honor aund sell-respect as
the price of hurrying it. Let uscul
tivate calmpess, restfulness, polse,
sweatness—doing our best, bearing all
things as bravely as we can : living
our life undisturbed by the prosperity
of the wicked or the malice of the en-
vious. Let us not be impatient, chaf-
ing at delay, fretting over fallure,
wearying over results, and weakening
under opposition. Let us ever turn
our face toward the future with con.
tidence and trust, with the calmness of
& life in harmooy with itself. trus to
its ideals, and slowly aud constantly
progressing toward thelr realization

Let us sco that cowardly word Hurry
fu all its most degenerating pbuascs,
lat us cae that it ever kills truth, loya?
ty, thoroughness; and let us deter-
mina that day by day we wiil ceek
moro aud more to sudstitute for §t the

calmness and repcse of a true lie,
nobly lived,
