Bat of greater impurtance than these
matters is the freedom of the Papacy
frow tenporal power. Mo long as the
Popes were temporal soverclgns, they
were subject to the like temptations
as other princes.  Political relutions
helped tQ prevent spiritual relations,
Forelgners could not yield obedience 1 +
an Italian sovereign. This loag of tem-
poral posscsslons I8 the greatest op-
portunity that the Papacy has had
sliee the Reformation. The Popes can
now gtand before the world, not ns
Italian princes, but a9 pricsts of (hrls-
tendom, not se thoe owners of central
Ttaly, hut as tho descendants of Peter
tho fisherman, secking only to obey
the great entreaty, “Peter, feed my
gheep.””

PHROTESTANTS ARE RETURNING TO
ROME.

Twenty jears ago DProtestauts and
Agnostics would havo banded together
agninst the Roman Church. They
would haie feit that they nust strug-
glo sido by slde against gross ignorance
and grosser guperstition, But  Pro-
twetant prejudices agalist the Koman
Chureh are falling off.
