The Course'of Studies will last. generally from 5
to 6 years, but il may be abridged according to the
intelligence of the pupeils, or the intention of the
parents.

The Deaf and Dumb, already advanced in years,
or of a duli intellect, shall receive religious initruc-
tion only through lte mimie language, and this in a
few. weeks.

Coinrio-a-For Wasaina, Mending, Boarding and
Tuition, $7 50c. a month, or $75 a year, in four terms,
invariably paid in. advance.

Parents, or Wardens, willing to place their chil-
dren in this Institution raoy receive all the informa-
tion tbey. May desire, by addressing themeelves to the
Institution.
