Translations, adaptations, arrangements of music)thâer reproductions ini an altered forni of a llterary oric Work, as well as collections of difl'erent works, shall'Oteed as original works without prejudice to the1of the author of the original work.

Tecountries of the Union shaîl be bound to makeýiO for the protection of the above-nientioned works.Works of art applied to industrial purposes shaîl bet80 < far as the domiestic legislation of each country
