(e) The Droceedirgs of the Commission  of Govern-
ment would be subject to suPervisory control 
by Your l■ ajesty's Govern: ent in the United 
Iiingdo:. ,  end  the C-ove rnor-in-C onniss ion 
would be responsible to the 3ecretery of 
State for Dominion _-2_ffairs in the United 
King dom fo r the Éood gave rnpient of the 
Island. 

( f ) Your  Ma je sty s Govern-re nt in the Unit ed 
Kingdora would, for their  part,  assume 
general responsibility for the finances of 
the Island until such time as it ma -,-  become 
self-suPrortinr,  again,  and  would , in par-
ticular, ru'.,,lce such arrenrements as may be 
dee -.7,ed just end prz cticable with e view 
to securinr-  to ffevrfoundland a reduction in 
the -present burden of the public debt. 

(g) It would be understood thkt, es soon as 
the Island's cliff lc ult le s  are  overcome 
and the country is again self-surPorting, 
responsible government, on request from 
the people of Nev.-foundland, v.ould be 
restored.
