ta persons who suifer damage caused by pollution resulting frons the escape
or discharge of ail from ships,

CONSIERING that the International Convention of 29 November 1969, onCivil Liability for Qil Pollution Damsage, by providing a régime for com-
pensation for pollution damage in Contracting States and for the costs ofmeasures, wherever talcen, to prevent or minfrnize such damage, represents
a considerable progress towards the achievement of this aimn,

CoN;sII>ENG. HowEVER that this régime does flot aiford funl compensation
for victims of oil pollution damage in ail cases while it imposes an addi-
tional financial burden on shipowners,

CoImm c FETHER that the economic consequences of ail pollutiont
damage resulting from the escape or discharge of oil carried in bulk at seaby ships should not exclusîvely be borne by the shipping industry but should
in part be borne by the A cargo interests,
