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The parties to this Agreement cail upon ail otiier States
to recognise and respect ln .very way the. sovsr.ignty,
independence, territorial integrity and inviolability,
neutrality and national unity of Cambodia and ta refrain from
any action inconsistant vith these principles or witi otiier
provisions of tuîs Agreement.

1. Ini the avent of a violation or tiir.at of violation of
the. sover.ignty, iradependenc., territorial Int.grity and
inviolability, neutrality or national unity of Cambodia, or of
any of the, otiier commitments herein, the. parties ta this
Agreement undertake ta consuit iuuiediately with a view ta
adopting ail appropriate steps ta ensure respect for these
couaituents and resolving any such violations tiirough peaceful
Mieans.

2.* Sucii steps may include, inter la , reference of the.
matter ta the. Security Council of the United Nations or
recourse ta the means for the. peaceful settîcuent of disputes
ref.rred ta in Article 33 of the, Charter of tiie United Nations.

3. The. parties ta thus Agreement may aima caîl upon the.
assistance of thie co-chairuen of the. Paris Conference on
Caubodia.

4.* In the. event of seriaus violations of human rights
in Caubodia, tiiey viii cail upon the. competent organs of the
United Nations to te. sucii otiier steps as are appropriate for
the. prevention and suppression of such violations in accordance
witii the relevant international instruments.
