
It must be expected that at one time or another the activities of the 
United Nations Organization will touch on many aspects of these foreign policy 
themes and that Canadian representatives at the United Nations will have the 
opportunity and responsibility to pursue these objectives in many different 
ways. Specific goals which have been selected on the basis of their intrinsic 
importance include:

contributing to social and economic development 

working to stop the arms race

promoting peacekeeping and peace-making through the United Nations

promoting international cooperation in the peaceful uses of

contributing to the progressive development and codification of 
international law

projecting Canada as a bilingual country within the United Nations 
context

contributing to the institutional development of the United 'inf/on* 
as a centre for harmonizing the actions of nations.
