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either of them, and if any such dlaim cannot be resolved by agreement, the same shall be
determined by the Federal Court of Canada in an action by or against Her Majesty the Queen in
right of Canada.

(2) Ail legal costs, and other monies, paid out by Canada to settie any such dlaim whether
pursuant to a final judgment of the Federal Court of Canada, or otherwise, shall be one of the
costs of reconstruction for the purposes of this Agreement.

(3) The United States shall not be hiable for the paymnent of such dlaims orjudgments to, the
extent that they are field by the Federal Court of Canada to be the resuit of negligence on the part
of Canada or its employees during the administration of the reconstruction.

5. The United States and Canada jointly wilh develop operating procedures consistent with
this Agreement, including procedures for resolving disputes between the parties.

ARTICLIE Ill

This Agreement shail not be construed so as to vest in the United States any proprietarY
interest ini the highways, and upon completion of the project, or any part thereof, the highways
shall remain, in ail respects, an integral part of the Canadian Highway System.
