1. The sentence must We final, as defined i Article 1.3 of tbis convention.

2. Mme sentenced persan must consent toa the transfer, having been
prevîousy iforrned of the legal consequences thereof.

3. Tbe act for wbich the person bas been sentenced must also consitute
a crime in the receiving stae.. For ibis purpose, no accouni shau We
taicen of différences of terminology or of those that have no Wearing on
the nalure of tbe offense.

4. The senienoed persan mnust W a national of the receiving stai.

5. The sentence to We served must nol We the death penalty.

6. At least six montbs of the sentence must remain to0W served ai the dîne
the requestis1 made.

7. The administration of the sentence must not Wc conlrazy to domestic law
in the recelving stale.

ARTICLE IV - PROVISION 0F INFORMATION

1. Eacb.statejarty shaui infoins auy sentenoed person overed by lbe
proison o tisconvention as to is content.

2. lMm sates parties shall keep the sentenced person informed as to tbe
processing of the transfer.
