date, you are not saving cost to the public
as a whole, because it is all the same whe-
ther the public pays it through the munici-
palities or pays it out of the federal tax.
Worse than that and worst of all, you are
placing a positive premium on dishonesty
in the preparation of such lists. I do not
know how the lists are prepared in the
other provinces, although I have heard
something in regard to them. If in New
Brunswick and other provinces they have
written and not printed lists, then I say

that is worse than the Ontario iniquity, and

I hope and trust the Government will see
fit to provide that we shall have an honest

voters’ list, printed after the lists are finally

revised under the local administrations.
