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than to the two main Unes that the country
is going te have on its hands. The people
of Canada would not permit the Canad.ian
Morthern to beooýme a part of the Canadian
Pacifie Railway system. There is another
thing that the Canadian people will not
stand for in my judgment. The Canadian
people will not stand 'for any more millions
being poured into the coffers of the Canadian
Northern as long as it is in the hands of
Mackenzie and Mann.

1 amn glad to know that in this House
there is very littie difference on the ques-
tion of principle. As f ar as I have been
able te discover in ths debate, it is gener-
al.ly accepted on both -sides of the House
that the Governiment bas to take over this
road and it is simply a question of ternis.
There is one point that I want to bring to
the attention of the Govemnment and that
is that in the interest of the people the
Governiment lias te be mighty careful that
nething ie allowed to be done which
under aný circ'umstances would alloýw
the old Grand Trunk Railway Coim-
pany of Canada, either by pur-
chase, lease, or traffic arrangement to
come under the control of the Canadian
Pacifie ]Railway Company. I believe that
we are geing to be forced into the position
of taking over -ail the railways of the coun-
try except the ýCanadian Pacifie Railway,
and if we -have te take that position it is
absolutely essential for the West that we
s'hall have -the Canadian Northern branch
lines to gather freiglit in the West and that
we shaîl have the Grand Trunk lines to
gather freight in the East. If you have that
You1 have something te work upon, you
have a chance to put these roads in such a
position that they will eventu-aily ibecome
paying propositions. If, on the other hand,
through .any carelessness in dealing with
this mnatter, the old Grand Trunk Railway
Company should be allowed te get, into the
bands of the Canadian Pacific Railway, you
would have ail the gathering power of the
Canadian Pacifie ]Railway at this end and
in the West, plus the gathering power of
the Grand Trunk in the East, contributing
to make one main Une pay 'handsomnely,
while the-other two main lines from, the At-
lanitic te the Pacifie would be étarved.

Another thing bas te be considered-it
was peinted eut by an hon. member yester-
day-and it la that the railway companies
are asking for an increase of freight rates.
It was stated yesterday thlat, they want an
increase of 10 per cent, 'whereas, My
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memory is that they have a9ked for an in-
crease of 15 per cent. If an increase of 15
per cent in the freiglit rates is necessary
te make the Canadian Northern and the
Grand Truuk pay, it le certainly noý neces-
sary te grant sucli an increase te the Cana-
dian Pacifie Railway. But, if it is dons for
one Lt bas te fe dons fer the other. You
cannot give an increase of freight rates te
the Canadian Northeru and the Grand
Trunk without allowing tlie Canadian
Pacifie Railway te itake advantage of these
increa&ed rates. The resuit would be that
we -would probably be handing over $18,-
000,000 or $20,000,000 a year ;to the Cana-
dian Pacifie ]Railway. Under the circum-
stances there ie ne necessity for deing that.
Therefore, if this proposition will cost the
country something it wîll net cost it any
more than it would if we gave them an in-
crease in freight rates. The biggest objec-
tion that lias been deveieped in connection
with the debate se far is as te the amount
that might pessibly be paid to Mackenzie
and Mann. Personally, I do net think there
is a great deal ceming te Mackenzie and
Manin. 'I am aise of the opinion that, if
there is net mucli ceming te them, under a
fair arbitratien, there will ne.t be mueli
given te them.

One arbitrator, whose duty it will be te
see that not more than a fair value shall
be given te Mackenzie and Mann, will be

specîa]ly appointed by this .Government;
another will be selected by the railway
company, and a third by the first two.
These men will surely approach their
duties with ho>nest intention and open
minds. If it is found that nething or only
a sniall ameunt is due te the Canadian
Northern Railway Comp any, it is absurd
te talk about $50,000,000 or $60,000,000 being
paid eut. I have a goed deal of faith in
the honeety o! arbitraters when they corme
te deal 'with. a question of this kind. I
'have hope that il nothing is due, nothing
will be paid. Aceording te the Drayton-
Aeworth report, the commiasioners are net
again-st arbitration. I quote from page
LXII of the report:

And if in recent years the Canadian North-
ern shareholders were ,carried away by a wave
of unreasoning OPtimlism, at least it xnaY be
said for them that ahnost the whole population
of Canada shared their expectations. We think
that, on the whoie, the equity of.the case wouid
be met If the Canadian Northern shareholders
were pertnltted to retain a moderate portion of
the $60,000,000 of shares wiiich they now hold.

On page LXXXVII they Bay:
We recommend that the question be consid-

ered whether Canadian Northern shareholders
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
