SUGGESTED MEASURE TO ENCOURAGE EM-
PLOYMENT IN CENTENNIAL YEAR

On the orders of the day:

Hon. George Hees (Northumberland): Mr.
Speaker, my question is for the Minister of
Finance. In view of the two latest forecasts
that the economy will slow down next year,
made yesterday by the minister of finance for
the province of Ontario and by the minister’s
own deputy minister, Mr. Bryce, would the
government give consideration to introducing
a measure to stimulate the economy so that
we do not celebrate our centennial year here
with rising unemployment.

Hon. Miichell Sharp (Minister of Finance):
Mr. Speaker, I can confirm what is reported in
the paper concerning what my deputy minis-
ter said at the meeting of the provincial min-
isters of finance yesterday. He said at that
time that we could expect an increase in the
volume of production in Canada next year of
approximately 4 per cent. This is about the
same as the increase the United States au-
thorities are now expecting in that country.

May I draw the attention of the house and
my hon. friend to the statement made by the
Economic Council in its third annual report:

By early 1966, it was therefore clear that an ad-
justment to a more moderate and sustainable rate
of growth was necessary.

Mr, Hees: May I ask a supplementary ques-
tion, Mr. Speaker? Does the minister not real-
ize that his deputy minister forecast a reduc-
tion in our growth of about two thirds, from
6 per cent to 4 per cent?

Mr. Speaker: Order.

VANCOUVER B.C.—ARRESTS BY U.S.
SERVICE POLICE

spect to certain allegations that United States
authorities were checking in Vancouver for
deserters from the United States armed forces.
I am informed that the persons who believed
that the United States authorities were con-
ducting such inquiries in Vancouver were in-
terviewed by the R.C.M.P. and were not able
to confirm that the persons suspected were in
fact acting on behalf of the United States
authorities.

made inquiries of the F.B.I. and were in-
formed that the F.B.I. had not conducted any
such operation. They were told that the F.B.I.
inquiry of the United States department of
defence did not disclose any connection on the
part of the United States military authorities
with these allegations.

PEACE” CONFERENCE
