SUGGESTED PROTEST OF EXTENSION OF UNITED STATES
FISHING ZONES INTO CANADIAN TERRITORY—MOTION UNDER
S.0.43

Mr. Andy Hogan (Cape Breton-East Richmond): Mr.
Speaker, I rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43
on a matter of urgent and pressing necessity. On June 20,
1976 the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation radio pro-
gram, called “Maritime Magazine” reported that for pur-
poses of effecting their 200-mile fishing zone the United
States of America are claiming ownership of Seal Island,
some 18 miles off the western coast of Nova Scotia. In view
of the fact that the United States territorial claim com-
prises an area between New England and Nova Scotia, and
includes important fishery grounds such as Georges Bank,
and in view of the fact that the south shore fisheries of
Nova Scotia could be severely affected, I move, seconded
by the hon. member from Sault Ste. Marie (Mr. Symes):

That the Canadian government make it clear to the United States
government that they are treading on Canada’s sovereign jurisdiction.
