FUNDINGO0F CO-OPERATIVE HOUSING

NAVAL SERVICES SEVENTY-FIFTH ANNIVERSARY

Mr. Patrick Crofton (Esquimalt-Saanich): Mr. Speaker, 1
risc to bring to the attention of the House the fact that
tomorrow wiil mark a very important anniversary in Canada's
bistory. On May 4, 1910, fuiiy 75 years ago, this House,
speaking for tbe people of Canada, gave assent to tbe Naval
Service Act wbicb brougbt the Naval Service of Canada into
existence. Oniy four years later tbis fiedgling service was
called upon to defend Canada in sbips tbat, altbougb past their
prime, were manned with great skill and courage.

In Worid War Il Canada's navy reacbed its peak, witb over
400 sbips and 100,000 men and women in its ranks. It was the
world's third largest navy and was unsurpassed in bravery and
courage. During tbe five and a baîf long years of that struggle
wbicb is known as the Battie of Atlantic, Canada's navy
belped keep open the vital North Atlantic sea lanes, frequentiy
in terrible weatber, against a determined enemy. To thîs battie
Canada gave 1,800 galiant saiiors and 24 proud ships.

Then came Korea, and once again Canadian sailors served
their country with great courage. In tbe ensuing years our
navy continues to play an important role in the Nortb Atlantic
alliance.
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
