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and a copy filed with the Clerk of the 
House.

(3) No person shall be allowed to be 
registered as a parliamentary agent 
during any session unless he has paid a 
fee of twenty-five dollars for such ses­
sion and is actually employed in pro­
moting or opposing some private bill or 
petition pending in Parliament during 
that session.

118. Any parliamentary agent who Liability of
agents.wilfully acts in violation of the Stand­

ing Orders and practice of Parliament, 
or of any rules to be prescribed by Mr. 
Speaker, or who wilfully misconducts 
himself in prosecuting any proceedings 
before Parliament, shall be liable to an 
absolute or temporary prohibition to 
practice as a parliamentary agent, at the 
pleasure of Mr. Speaker ; provided, that 
upon the application of such agent, Mr. 
Speaker shall state in writing the ground 
for such prohibition.
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
