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Japanese nation. As a nation they have
commended theiÙiselves to the world ln a
wonderful way. They have adopted clviii-
zatlon more rapldly perhaps than most
nations of the world. Their power la feit
throughout the world to-day. They have
fought great batties and won great vie-
tories, and they are capable of acbieving
great things ln industrial pursuite as well
as lu war. 1 do flot deny their ehrewd-
ness, Intelligence and high moral worth
-as a people. But we say that it ls flot de-
sirable to admit a very large number of
them into the Dominion of Canada lu any
one year, that we caunot absorb them satîs-
factorily, that they are flot a people who
will assimilate wltli the people already lu
the country wlio have bulît up the civilîza-
tion we enjoy. The tendency 0f an Influx of
Orientais is to lower the standard of living.
This le flot saylug anythlng lu disrespeet
-of those people. They are perhaps, ac-
cording to their llghts, as good people as
our own, and have perhaps to a greater
degree lived up to their opportunîties. But
they are a dangerous element lu thîs re-
ispect, that they carry a keen competition
luto, ail the walks of life. They do not
perhaps make mouey any faster than the
,ordinary'! wivte man, but they hold ou
better to, what they make and seud It to
the country from whlch they have come.
'That ls not what we want lu thîs couutry.
We waut citizens who wlill peud their
earnlugs lu thie country aud become a
part of it. We do not flud the Orientale to
be of thls duess or sucli as eau be easlly
absorbed. 1 belleve the MInîster of Iuland
Revenue (Mr. Templenian) dellvered a
niotable speech lu Victoria, British Colum-
bia, last enummer, which 1 read wlth a great
'deal of pleasure, and 1 would like to hear
hlm repeat that speech lu thîs Hlouse. If
lie was correctly reported, lie took the same
view of this question tliat I am taklng, that
the Japanese were not a desîrable duess of
Immigrants, that they could uot be eaelly
absorhed, aud that therefore It was not lu
the interests of Canada to encourage au
Influx from Japan. We are told by hon.
gentlemen opposite that there are other con-
-siderations whlch make this treaty valu-
able to, Canada. They say that we will
derive great profit from tlie lucrease-0f
-our trade wlth Japan. Well, 1 have been
iooklng np the Department of Trade and
Commerce report lu order to see wliat lias
been the trade hetween Canada and Japan
lu the paet few years. 1 fInd that our ex-
ports to aud our Importe from Japali were
as follows

And lu the nine months of 1907, we ex-
Ported $538,548 and Imported $1,658,795.

Iu other words, our total exports, and that
le reaiiy ail that counts with me-athough
1 know. hion, gentlemen opposite count a
dollar bought just as much as a dollar sold
-our importe from Japan were about $3.
to $1 we exported. Iu ail we exported about
a haîf a million dollars worth of goods lu a
year. That ls not an Immense business, and
the years I have given will show that that
trade bas not developed lu ieaps and bounds.
It is a very smail trade, certainly not a
trade, lu order to obtaîn which, we should
open doors to a flood of Japanese Immigra-
tion. ls there any likelihood of our becom-
ing, within the near future, large exportera
to Japan ? 1 think not. They do not use
much of our goods. We are told that our
flour is of too high a quality and the prices
too high to suit Japan. In fact the trade
betweeu Canada nnd Japan Is a very emaîl
item ; and to point to the possibilities of
such a trade as an inducement for our ad-
mitting hap-hazard a large Immigration
from Japan is placing the matter on a com-
ineredaI basis and a very poor commercial
basis iudeed. But this question la oue of
national Importance. It is flot contined to
Britishi Columbia. We lu the east, who
have heen watchlng the trend of eveuts,
are as thoroughly alive to, the danger as our
compatriote lu the west. Although we are
not lu as close contact witli that Influx of
orientais ut present as to realîze what It
means, stîll we are lu sympathy with the
people of British Columbia lu their desire
to make that province a white man's coun-
try. The first opportunlty I had, after the
trouble lu Vancouver, of maklng a public
nddress, I expressed My conviction that
this country muet, lu the near future, res-
trlct the immigration from Japan to a very
emaîl number or actually prohîhît It,
even should we have to abrogate the treaty.
The abrogation of the treaty may he consi-
dered too drastic. Some of my owu frleuds
on this aide wlll thlnk perliape that it la
an extreme course to take, but- I can see
the peril to, which this country wll be ex-
posed if we allow these people to come in
hy the tens of thousands. Iu sayiug thîs,
I men no disrespect to the Japanese na-
tion. 1 have not the eligliteet thought of
doing them the slightest harm, but our fore-
fathere have been at the expense and trouble
during centuries of building up a civîlîza-
tion of whlch we have every reason to, be
proud, and it would lie a retrograde step
if, lu a moment of weaknees, through a de-
sire to, Increase our trade, we were to, Ig-
nore ail the dangers of the Introduction of
a large population, allen lu sympathies and
traditions, and whoae preseuce ln our midat
would be a menace to, the Institutions we ail
desire to uphold.

This le not simply a matter whlch affecte
the lahourlug man. 0f course It affects
the labourlug man firet and for that reason
ought to have the sy.mpathy of every mem-
ber of thîs House. But it le a matter affect-
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
