They are not asha to
declare the faith that is in them, under
whatever circumstances; and it is abso-
jute and unconquerable faith in Kng-
land, & faith to which every sentiment
in an Englishman offers its contribu-
tion; his love, his yride, his deepest de-
votion, his very religion, He carries it
with him wherever he pushes his way,
and by its impulse the British flag has
been horne to every part of the earth,
and flies in the remotest regions kept
aloft by undoubting and unquenchable
