BRITISH REMOUNT CAMP.

New York, April 8,—The Sun has the
following from New Orleans: Willlam
M. Browne, an engineer’ who went to
South Africa to investigate the treat-
i ment of the men who shipped for that
{ country as muleteers, says he is certain
that the English are using Chalmeita
as a base of supplies, and that they are
maintaining a recruiting station there.

“This,”” he says, “has been going on
for the last eighteen months, and it
will be surprising to learn the number
of men who have shipped from this
port with a signed contract for enli:t-
ment in the British ranks upon their
arrival in some South: African port,”

Mr. Browmne left New, Orleans in
March, 1809, on the steamship Devona
and arrived in Cape Town in April. He
did not go as a muleteer, and had plen-
ty of time to study conditions for him-
self. There were 65 men who signdd ¢s
muleteers on the Devona. On beard
was Lieut. Stent, ostensibly in charge
of the loading of the mules, but in
reality an English recruiting officer.
On the way down the river he called
the men and told them_ that they would
not be allowed to go on shore after the
ship landed unless they were eilisted
as soldiers for the army. Many com-
plained at this treatment, but were told
that if they atiempted te get on shore
without being.'enlisted, they would be
arrested and put in prison.

There was nothing to do but obey,
and out of the 65 muleteers 41 of the
number had signed as enlisted soldiers
for the British army befoie they had
reached the mwouth of the Mississippi
River. TUpon their arrival in Cape
Town their names were called out hy
the officer who had enlisted them in
New Orleans, and as each name was
called. the man answering it was talen
charge of by another officer, and taken
to the detail camp at Green Point, sit-
uated about three miles from (ape
Town on the coast. That was the last
heard of the 41 men who enlisted.

Mr. Browne says that on the Drvson'
Grange. which sailed from New Orleans
in February, 30 of the 65 muletears
signed to enlist in the British army be- |
fore the vessel had left New Orlcans
and that the foreman offered to en'ist
him if he would serve.
