It Fiad Direct Bearing on Batavia's
Awful Tragedy.

Batavia, April 15.—The letter that
Addie Blossom wrote to Clyde Orr,after
their marriage had been postponed, if
net actually cancelled, was probably
fpdirectly the cause of her death.

While it is apparent that the girl was
jnfatuated with Ore, it is certain she
did not love him enough to beccme his
wife. His ardent wooing undoubtedly

stirred the girl's emotions, but failed

to rouse her to the point where she was
witling to go to the altar with Ore.

For several years past Edward Tag-
gart of this village had paid the girl
attentions. That he was serious is evi-
dent because he pressed her to wed him.
Had not Ore appeared on the scene it
is altogether probable that the pair
would sooner or later have been joined
in matrimony. Ore was more dashing
than his rival, and he seemed to out-
strip him in the affections of the young
womarn.

However, the protests of Rev. Paul
Haypne, who had been engaged to marcy

-Miss Blossom and Ore and the plead-

ings of Edward Taggert just previous
to the time of the wedding, caused the
girl to hesitate and finally to declare
the marriage off. She is said to have
told Taggert that she believed sha
really cared more for him than she did
for Ore.

In spite of this fact the girl wrote a
leiter to Ore which indjcated te' him
that he was first in her affections and
which undoubtedly brought him in post
hacte to this village.

What actually passed between the
couple on the street just previous to the
shooting is unknown. They conversel
by themselves for a moment, when Ore
drew a revolver and shot down the girl.
That a sudden spasm of rage or hatred
seized him was evident,K by the ract
that he fired two more shots at the girl
after she fell, and then Kicked her pros-
trate form.

An autopsy performed yesterday
shows that the carbolic acid which Orz
took directly after shooting Miss Blos-
scm, and not the bullet he fired into his
head caused his death.

How ~ltaoranee of Motlérl Swells
the Death Roll.

“The mothers have no better argu-
ment ' than that the food that is good
enough for them is good enough for
their babies. Unhappily, it is only the
death of their little ones that seems ef-
fectively to teach them otherwise.

I have
seen mothers give their t babies sips
of gin from their own glassess, and I
have known one child so fond of gin
that it absolutely refused milk.”

'ticii of new building laws, expects
that many favorable results will be
obtained from the formation of the
international Society of State and Mu-
nicipal Building Commissioners and
Inspectors, which held its first annual
convention at Washington. BpC.dn
!‘eﬁruary last, when Mr. McCailum was
elected a vice-president. He attended
at the formation of the society ond
secured many valuable ideas, which he

proposes io incorporate in the new
ordinance, both from papers read by
other members and from visits vo pub-
lic buildings in other cities, notably
in Baltimore, where he viewed the re=
sults of the great fire.

"The object of the society is to se-
cure more uniform building laws .in
all cities and to collect from every
source information relating to building
matters, tests, etc., and the dissemina~
tion of such information among 1ts
members.

Protection for Theatres.

The question of protection for thea-
tres was naturally one of the chief
topics -of discussion. It was shown
that many cities had adopted ordin-
ances providing .that stage scenery
should be treated in different ways for
protection against fire and the fact
was recognized that traveling coms-
panies would be put to great incon-
venience in endeavoring to conform to
the varied requirements. It was de-
cided that a standard scheme of pro-
tection  should be set and an effort
made to have it adopted by all cities,
so that companies would not be put to
unnecessary expense on account of
mere difference in the wording of the
various - ordinances. 2

It ‘was decided to recommend that
asbestos curtains should be strength-
ened or lined on the auditorium side
with heavy ducking reinforced with
wire so as, in case of fire on the stage,
to prevent braces or scenery that might
fall against the curtain, from break-
ing thru it and thus endangering the
auditorium. It was suggested that the
curtain be not allowed to drop to, but
within five or six feet from, the stagze
floor, so' as to secure virtually the
same resuit;as ‘a blower does over a
grate fire and oause all the draft to
be from the auditorium thru that open-
ing and up the stage, which ought to
be covered with automatically open-
ing skylights held. in position by cords
that could easily be cut or would be
{burnt in the early stages of the fire.

An Ingenious Arrangement.

A curtain which Mr. McCallum view-
ed with much favor was counterbal-
ranced by weights at the end of stesl
' cables, four of which were suspended
from pulleys at the top of the curtain.
These cables were looped up out of
sight while the curtain was up and
held by a stout cord, which could be
