The young woman, with sol- 
dier-iike courage, is trying to keep up 
and continue her duties until the end 
of the day, notwithstanding her sor­
row.

The news of the death of this soldier 
did not come through the usual chan­
nels, owing to the fact that George 
Martin’s relatives lived in England, and 
the message would be sent to his 
mother there.

When he was mortally wounded, 
Sergt.-Major Fidler, also of this city, 
carried him back and took his last 
messages, one of which he begged 
should be delivered to his sweetheart.

When all was over the sergeant- 
major saw to the burial.

After going overseas with the 33rd 
both Martin and Fidler were transfer­
red to the Canadian Scottish, and 
were together in France.

George Martin was a member of the 
choir of St. George’s Church, West 
London an active worker in the Young 
People’s Society, and a great favorite 
with the church people over there, 
when he received an appointment as 
stationary engineer on the staff of the 
Hospital for the Insane shortly before 
his enlistment, he continued his asso­
ciation with St. George’s Church, ow­
ing to the fact he felt so much at 
home there.,
