RICH OFFERED TO LEAVE
HIS WIFE AS SECURITY

Hearing in the Case of A.Earle Rich Charged With Fraud
by F.S. Ferris is Commenced in the Police Court—Some

Interesting Evidence.

> e preliminary examination of Roland

Earle Rich, the alleged swindler, was
commenced ‘before Judge Ritchie this
morning. 1I. W. Robertson. for Fred .
Ferris, asked that subpoenas be served
on Frank C. Smith and several othens
for this afternoon.. . o
¥red S, verrs was sworn. He said he re-
sides in 8t. John and has been'manager of
the Excelsior Life Insurance Co., since Jan-
uary 15, 1908, In the later part” of Ju‘ne
Rich called at his office, 48 Princess St.,
and introduced himself as Mr., Rich. He
said he hailed from Los Angeles where
he had a brokerage office and mpresentgd,
the New York Life and Metropolitan Life.
He gave the pames of the men under
whom he worked and references, including
Michael. L. May, state superintendent of
the Metropolitan with offices at San Fran-
eisco; A. Longtelle, carc New York Life;
Qakland, Cal.; J. J. Jenkins, manager
State Savings bank, Los Angeles, J.
Kline, manager Kline Optical Companyy
Los Angeles; D. Gordon, Los ' Angeles.
‘Rich eaid he was a graduate of Berkely
College. \
Mr, Mullin 6bjected to
sketch,” of Rich’s life.
 Mr. Ferris said he wrote to all the per-
sons to whom Rich referred him. The
letters were all returned as nobody of the
pames resided at the addresses. He told
" Rich that he wrote 16 the persons, and
the accused said “What did they say?”
Rich said he came to St. Joh#t from Los
Angeles in an autpmobile, after a three
months’ trip in which he ‘expended $600
én expenses, He showed him a photograph
of his office depicting him sitting at a desk
conversing with a man and a safe bearing
his name was in the background. He mlr
ed to contract with Mr. Ferris to sell ir-
surance and he was given a manual. Next
day Rich again called and said he was deal-

Finally he said he'wes un-
Je to secur¢ bonda here and'c‘ould get
them at Sydney from his father-in-law and
a Jew whom he claimea was a millionaire,

He said he had an opportunity of pur-
chasing a business but it would not infer-
fere with his insurance. Later in the sdine
day he telephoned that he secured control
of the business and asked Ferris to take
stock with him that night. The store was
at the corner of Wall street and Paradise
Row under the name of W. E. Hogarl, but
% was conducted by Fred Petérson, his
wife and his wife’s sister. When he re-
ceived the 850 Rich said a check was due
in a few days for 8500 from the west. In
u few days he telephoned kim and said @he
cheque had .arrived. He offered to reim-

. Purse him for the §75, but asked him that

unless he needed the amount he preferred
to invest it in his business. Mr. Ferris con-
sented to permit the debt to lie in abey-
ance. He borrowed $15 from Mr. Ferris
end returned it. Rich stated that if he
could buy on a cash basis.he could profit
greatly in the grocery store. Rich asked
Mr, Ferris if he could assist him, but he
replied that he had no mdney. He then
asked him how his name would be on pa-
per. Mr. Ferris replied “all right.” On the
ensuing morning Rich asked him to endorse
& note for $100. He was reluctant to do
so but Rich reassured him, saying that
the goods were paid for and he would give
him a bill of sale. He made no move.to
endorse the note.

Jiated he .assented and accompanied
Rich to the Royal Bank of Canada, and
introduced him to manager Blair. He
told the latter that Rich was seeking ac-
commodation, and he would go his secur-
ity. Mpr. Bair formed the note. It was
gigned by Rich and endorsed by Mr.
Ferris. Rich said he would open an
account with the bank and deposit his
cash at 2 p.m. each day. The note was
discounted.

Mr. Mullin objected to the aftermath
of the transaction béing recounted, con-
tending that it was irrelevant.

In resuming, Mr. Ferris said Rich asked
him for another accommodation. It was
July 8 or- 9, when Rich gaid he bought
the grocery business. On July 2, he made
him his first loan. Rich told him, after
discounting the note, that he purchased
a computing scale, which he reiterated
that he settled for in cash. Rich said
he did not receive the cheque for £500.
It was a lesser amount, and he later said
it came to his wife. Rich repeated his

uest on July 20 for accommodation
for 8150. Mr. Ferris declined to endorse
the notes. Rich said another cheque was
due, and all the goods in the store were
paid for. He faid a five-day note woul
be sufficient. He endorsed the note for
$150. In a day or two, after signing the
Jast note on’ July 20, Rich disposed of
the business, and coming into Mr. Ferris’
office, displayed a roll of bills. Mr. Ferris
puggested that he pay him, but he said

1 he had other bills to meet with. persons

who were not acquainted with him. He
said he had only $78 in the roll, and it
would only/ pay the other creditors. e
said the cheque would arrive in time to
pay the last mote. Mr. Ferris said he
vequired $50 to meet a personal obbligation
in a few days, and Rich’ promised to pay

the sum to his wife, as‘ Ferris departed
from the city. He failed to comply with
the agreéement, and on the return of Mr.
Ferris, Rich called for him with a horse
and carriage and said Kane & McGrath
had capiased him for a meat bill for the
store, He said he paid the bill, but was
now out of funds. He said he would
c].mg to him, and would be in his ser-
vice. Ferris went to his house with hjm,
where Rich said he had received a .mis-
sive from relatives in the States that the
cheque bhad nok been forwarded, and
there would be no mere remittances for
some mdénths, owing to the financial de-
pression. He said he would remain in
8t. John, and was anxious to learrd where
he could purchase furniture on credit.
On the following morning, C. E. Everett,
furniture merchant, telephoned to Mr.
Ferris.

Rich had' engaged a flat from John
err. | y

Rich exclaimed "at another conference
that he had a carriage factory at Lans-
ing, Michigan, and also property at Los
Angeles and Kansas city. He estimated
the factory at $2,000 and if Ferris would
loan him 8160 he would go - to Lansing
and sell the factory for $1,800. His. wife
also led Mr. Ferris to believe that the fac-
tory was nét a myth. Mr. Ferriz then
resolved to give Rich another loan. Ker-
ris said he was. afraid Rich would abscopd
but Rich replied “Ferris, I swear that 1
will ‘redeem myself and pay soff my. in-
debtedgess.”  Rich offered to leave his
wife as security with Ferris, and Rich
was given the $125. On Monday he start-
ed for Lansing. Los Angeles and Kansas
city. On' Wednesday Ferris received a
telegram from Rich from Montreal, and
on Wednesday, night' he returned to- St.
John. He dined with Ferris and in the
afternoon . offered to recompense - Ferris
for $25, to which he added $5, saying that
he had other bills to pay. He said that
at Montreal he met a lawyer who told
him that he was acquainted with the
property and would sell it for him. The
money would be telegraphed here in time
to pay the $150 note. Riéh next went t0
‘Sussex or Moncton, and said he could in-
sure a ;porter, bat no money for
his_fare. Ferris gave him part of a mile-
age book and $4. Rich telephoned him
from Monecton that!he insured four men.
FHe wetuimed. and eame to his office the
following morning and reaksuied Ferris
that the money to pay the $150 note would
arrive on Monday. . Rich next said he
was going” to “Fredericton o insure” &
priest. On August 25 Ferris received a
communication, from “Rich, at Portland,
Me. The contents of the letter was. not
\disclosed. on suggestion-‘of Mr. Mullin.

Tater Mr, Ferrig: said he received an-
other letter, Laet Friday Mr.. Frris seaid
he was strolling along a street with a
friend. Rich grasped him suddenly by the
arm and both conferred. My, Ferris ‘then
told him he now doubted his sincerity.
They walked to Harding’s saloon ‘and Rich
asked for an interview in his office., Rich
did not come at 4 o’clock, the appointed
hour, but at 443 Rich telephoned to him
and mquired if his desk was still there. He
asked if Mr. Ferris had any good agents
in his employ. He explained his non-ap-
pearance by saying that he neglected to see
that the time passed so quickly. He ask-
ed that the conference be delayed until 6
p. m., but eventually consented to be on
hand at 5.30. At that hour he came to the
office intoxicated and when he declined to
pay, civil proceedings' were instituted for
$337. The 8100 note was not included in
the civil process. Mr. Ferris said he re-
tired the notes. Aggregated he Jloaned
$482.44 and $45 was returned.

Under cross-examination’Mr. Ferris said
he appointed Rich an inspector of the com-
pany. He kept no books. He said he was
favorably impressed with Rich, It was 3
or 4 days after.they met that he advanced
the $25. In jail on Saturday Mr. TFerris
denied telling Rich that he received some
of the money from the first of the mythic-
al checks,

Rich never secured any risks. He got one
on a man named Gibbons, at Sussex, but
on the physician’s recommendation, the ap-
plication was refused. After Rich returned
from Truro he sajd he had the application
of the hotel man in his grip, but after a
few days, he said that the man was ar-
rested for liquor selling and chose a jail

New “York, March 23—Ex-President
Roosevelt sailed away from his native land
today on the first stage of his journey to
the wilds of Africa in search of big game|

in which the region abounds. From his
ccuntry home at Oyster Bay to the steam-
ship dock at Hoboken the ex-persident’s
route resembled a triumphal march, the
greetings of the ctowds which had gather-
ed to wish him good luck were expressed all
along the way in loud and enthusiastic
cheers. A feature of the trip was that Mr.
Roosevelt rode for the first time in. the
tunnel under the Hudson from New York
to. Jersey City. 1 i

. When he arrived at ‘Hamburg-American
line pier where hé boarded the steamship
Hamburg, the ex-President found a dense-
ly packed throng of his fellow countifmen
gathered together and as he appe - Jona
cheers greeted him. He emiled and . bowed
right and left -in- cordial -acknowledgement
of the malutations of the assemblage and
evidentlyy was' much pleased at the sincer-
ity and warmth of the idemonstration  in
his honor.

Shortly before the steamer sailed, Mr.
Roosevelt, escorted by a detachment of 10
cdl police appeared at the after gangway
which led to the pier. The police had clear-
ed an’ open epace across the pier to the
point where the Italian chambe® of com-
merce of New Yorfk had a bronze tablet
in readiness to present him. The appear-
ance of 'Mr. Roosevelt was the signal for.
tremendous ‘cheering by the crowds on the
pier and omr the gteamer’s deck. As he came

Cleveland, Ohio, March 23-—James P.
Whitla was not inclined to discuss the
matter of ransom or ‘the plans of the
family in dealing with the kidnappers.

“] am so glad to. have the boy in my
arms,” said the father half-smiling and
half-crying, “that I have given no thought
to the kidnappers. That will be up to
the police, and as I live and breathe, I
am not worrying over their movements.”

The $10,000 ransom of Billy Whitla was
paid to his kidnappers in a little grocery
store at East Street and Standard Avenue
an hour after noon onday. The
money was received by an ordinary-dres—
ed workman, who gave his name as Hayes.

He picked up the package filled with
yellow-backed bills, smiled nonchalantly,
and left.

Mzs. Bernard Hendrickson, temporarily
in charge of the store for her mother, Mrs.
Margaret Uhle, forgot to notice which way
the man went, and at the door of the lit-
tle grocery is the last trace the police have
of him. The Hayes man stepped into the
store that noon and asked if a package had

been left there for him, Mrs. Hendrick-
son, + without noting Mis appearance, told
him there had neot been. An hour later a
prosperous looking man who said his nae
was Williams came in with a small package
in his pocket.

“He 'said he ‘wanted/ to leave it for a man+
named Hayes,” said Mrs. Hendrickson to-
day., “He asked if Hayes haud been here
and 1 said he had. Williams left the pack-
age and not two minutes Jater Hayes came
