CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I., Oct. 20 

—(Special). — To a press representative, 
I-Ion. Mr. Prefontaine said that he was 
greatly impressed 'with Sydney, which he 
visited Wednesday. He believes that place 
has a big future ahead of it. His object 
in visiting P. E. Island is to confer with 
the people regarding the winter service.'

In constructing the new winter steam­
er, for which $175,000 was voted last ses­
sion to start in with, the department will 
be governed almost entirely by the opin­
ion of their expert, Charles Duguid, of 
London, who was recommended by Lord 
Strathcona. The opinions of the captains 
of the present winter port boats and other 
local men who understand the conditions 
will receive due weight. The new steam­
er will likely be ready about the first of 
November, but he could not state whe­
ther she will carry cars.

The dog fish reduction plant at Canso 
is, he says, doing good work, the fertilizer 
being equal to that secured at whaling 
stations. The commercial value of the oil 
is not yet determined. As the canning of 
dogfish for food is being pronounced a 
success the department may soon call a 
halt in the erection ’of reduction plants. 
Mr. Prefontaine was perfectly satisfied 
with the work of the Marconi station at 
Satie Island, which is taking messages at 
the rate of 50 to 100 per day. All the 
wireless stations in Canada will be under 
the control of the marine department, un­
der the same laws as passed hv the Brit- 
ish parliament in the session of 1904. The 
protection of fisheries will be vigorously 
continued. He did not anticipate building 
any new steamers next year, but the pre­
sent service will be fully maintained. The 
work of instruction in fish curing by 
Scottish expert Cowie is to be continued. 
Next year Mr. Cowie will be sent to the 
Pacific coast. The minister left this 
ing for Souris and will return in the af­
ternoon. On Saturday morning he leaves 
for Montreal, where he will 'be banqueted 
on Monday night by the Shippers’ Asso­
ciation.
