General Samuels in the Commons, in re­
gard to the government plan for the rev 
form of the House of Lords. Premier As­
quith earlier in the evening said he would 
take the earliest available opportunity of 
proposing a plan which would make the 
lords a truly impartial and judicial auth­
ority.

It was left to Mr. Samuels to indicate 
briefly the lines on which the reform will 
be carried out. The new second chamber 
he said, would contain no vestige of the 
hereditary principle. Under no circum­
stances would its absolute veto be re­
stored. The House of Lords would be abol­
ished during the . lifetime of the present 
parliament.

This is as far as Mr. Samuels went, but 
previous declarations of the government 
show that the proposal is likely to be an 
elected second chamber of about 150 sena­
tors or "lords of parliament.”

The question of the reform of the lords 
arose in the course of the debate on the 
official opposition amendment to the ad­
dress moved by the Bight. Hon. Walter 
Long, M. P. It is concerned with the 
operations of the parliament act and sub­
mitted that “it would be improper to pro­
ceed further with measures of so great 
importance as the government of Ireland 
bill and the Welsh disestablishment bill 
while the legislation of the parliament'» 
still incomplete and without reference to 
the electors.

Mr. Long said the government had shat­
tered the legislation by the failure of- the 
government to fulfill their debt of honor 
and reform the lords. The country., has 
been left under the .single chamber. The 
government for the House of Lords is at 
present paralyzed so far as effective action 
goes. f

Mr. Asquith replying asked : 

“Our old 
constituent arrangement was shattered,’’ 
he answered, “when three or four years 
ago the House of Lords rejected the bud­
get.

London, March 13—Oxford defeated 

Cambridge in the annual eight-oared boat 
race today,

Cambridge took the lead and was half 
a length ahead at half distance. Oxford 
caught up slowly and won by a quarter 
length. The time for three miles was 20.53. 
Oxford has won 30 races, Cambridge 30, 
one was a tie.

Oxford not only had the advantage of 
having half of the famous crew which won 
so handily last year, but the further ben­
efit of having selected today's oarsmen 
last term. The result was a perfect ma­
chine composed of as heavy men as have 
occupied the dark blue shell in many 
years.

Although lacking in experience as com­
pared1 with the Oxford oarsmen, the wear­
ers of the light blue were figured to have 
a much better chance than last year, not 
only because the men proved themselves 
better fighters during training, but also 
on account of the fact that the dark 
blues were said to have reached top form 
two weeks ago. »

The Cantabs weighed slightly under four 
pounds less than their rivals and were pro­
nounced by experts the best crew that 
had come up from there in the present 
decade.

For the first time in the annual race 
between the two ’varsity crews Cambridge 
rowed in a centre seated boat.

As in the past, the majority of the 
oarsmen on both crews learned to handle 
an oar at Eton, but the colonial Rhodes 
scholars are begining to break into this 
last stronghold of English sport. Last 
year C. W. B. Littlejohn of Melbourne, 
rowed seven and today two Australians, 
H. K. Ward and C. L. Baillieu, occupied 
thwarts of the Oxford shell. The course 
was efficiently policed by the river au­
thorities and the boats which followed the 
racing shells, were regulated like street 
traffic.

Hughes of Prince Edward Island, who de­
plored the somersault of the premier and 
the Conservative party on the naval pol­
icy, and Mr. White of Victoria, Alberta.

Mr. White declared that he had not yet 
been able to find ■& single elector in hie 
constituency who supported the Borden 
policy,

“Mr. Churchill,” said Mr. White, “has 
a great deal of presumption when he under­
takes to tell Canadians that they cannot 
do things. I hope for Britain’s sake that 
he knows more about the admiralty than 
he does about Canada.”

The issue was one of principle, and Mr. 
White said the Canadian people should 
pass on it. “Let the government take the 
manly stand,” said he, “and have this 
question settled by the Canadian people. 
It is their right and we for our part will 
stand by their verdict. If the government 
would go to the people and secure the de­
cision of their Canadian fellow countrymen 
then this great question would be settled 
ri^ht, and parliament could again turn 
its attention to working together for the 
public advantage.”
