THOMAS L. HAY 1S
DEAD AT AGE OF 86

For Many Years Promineat In
Business and Church Life of St.
John

The death of Thomas Lannen Hay took
place at the residence of his daughter,
Mnrs. D. Mackendrigk, 41 Paddock street,|
between nine and t.en o'clock this morning,
in this city. Hay had been a man
of active hablts and while engaged in busi-
nesg was well known throughout the city
and province, where his business associa-
tions and his well known integrity had
gained for him many friends. During re-
cent. years he had gradually retired from
active life, but had comparatively good
health until-within a few days of his
death.

Thomas L. Hay was the eldest son of
William and Eliza Hay. He was born in
St. John on February 28, 1827, and was
therefore in the 87th year of his age, He
sprang from Loyalist stock on his moth-
er’'s side, she being a granddaughter of
Captain Simon Baxter of Norton, Kings
county, who came to New Brunswick at
the close of the revolutionary war and re-
ceived a grant of Jand extending from
the F¥ingerboard (Norton) to Hampton
Ferry on both sides of the Kennebecasis
River.

Mr. Hay was twice married. His first
wife was Susanna, daughter of the late
Joseph Gillis of bprmghdd Kings Coun-
ty. There were no children by this mar-
riage. His second wife was Maria Aur-
elia, daughter of the late John Case of
Wickham, Queeng county, and 'of this
union five children survive—Robie, wife
of D. Mackendrick of this city; Phoebe,
wife of F. J. Kennedy of Boston, Mass.;
William of Roslindale, Mass.; Isabel, wife
of Dr. C. R. Whitcombe of Roslindale,
Mass., and Thomag U. of Boston.

Of the seven brothers and one sister
who made up the family of the late Mr.
Hay, only one brother survives—Dr. G.
U. Hay of this city.

Mr. Hay was a man of quick sympath-
ies and buoyant temperament and always
read_\' to extend a helping band to anyone
in distress. During his life in this city
he took an active interest. in civic affairs
and was for many years chairman of the
Slaughter Houge Commission. He was a
deacon of the Leinster street Baptist
church and a member of the Foreign Mis-
sion Board. He was a consistent and ex-
emplary Christian,
