Boston, Mass., Feb. 6— A broken heart 

was the cause of the suicide of Miss Jen­
nie E. Arenburg, aged thirty-two, daugh­
ter of William Arenburg of Hebb’s Cross, 
Lunenburg county, N. S., 'who shot her­
self .yesterday in apartments in Yarmouth 
street, South end.

On Sunday Miss Aren- 
burg discovered that Benway had a wife 
and ten-year-old son living a abort dis­
tance away. She visited Mrs. Benway that 
day, but what the conversation was was 
kept secret.

When Benway went to Miss Arenburg’s 
rooms yesterday afternoon, he found her 
lying dead on a couch in the parlor. 
Hardly knowing what to do, he left her 
as he found her and went to the home of 
Mrs. Lottie Atwood, in Chelsea, an aunt 
of th.e dead woman, as he thought that she 
should know of her neice’s death first. 
She was not at home and he learned there 
that she had gone to the Yarmouth street 
house. Mrs. Atwood was horror-stricken 
when she found the body.

The police later found Benway and took 
him to the station, where he was ques­
tioned. It is said that he told the police 
the whole story of his acquaintance with 
Miss Arenbopg. He had known her nearly 
fourteen years and declared that she was 
a good woman. He did not know how she 
had learned that he was,married.
