“Though the problem of the high cost 
of living has not yet been become so acute 
m this country as to judge from the 
American correspondence in London pa- 
pens, it has become in the United States, 
it is nevertheless sufficiently serious and 
any method of reduced prices that is sug­
gested is eagerly examined. The latest 
idea is clothing made of paper.

“A representative of a large city firm 
of paper manufacturers, states that they 
are at the present moment experimenting 
in the hope of producing a kind of paper 
really suitable for making of clothes which 
can be sewn and hold buttons.

"Paper towels are an excellent idea. 
These are made in Germany, he said.

“Paper hats have been a fashiom for 
some time. Instead of wearing washable 
common sun-bonnets and caps, children 
can have each day a new paper hat cost­
ing from two to twelve cents, which takes 
one cent off the laundry bill.

“Paper shirts tire being produced at 
twelve cents each, while the cost of a pa­
per handkerchief is two cents—the price 
of the washing of a linen one.

“In the the houshold, too, the washing 
bill can be reduced by using paper instead 
of linen, for now there are ' paper blinds, 
lace edged; paper serviettes, paper toil­
ette mats, paper d’oylies, paper table cov­
ers, while paper towelling could be adopted 
to kitchen use for tea clothe, dusters and 
similar articles.”

The plane for a new militia camp for 
the New Brunswick forces *to supplement 
Camp Sussex, which, it is declared, has be­
come inadequate, are beginning to take de­
finite shape, although the land has not 
yet been secured. Colonel Wm. M. Hum­
phrey of Halifax, who arrived in St. John 
this morning to conduct the annual inspec­
tion of the 02nd Regiment of Fusiliers this 
evening, said today that the department 
is endeavoring to locate a suitable place 
for the camp.

As its chief use is to be for the artillery 
forces, a large amount of room is needed 
and they want to secure an area about five 
or six miles in dimensions. This would 
give opportunity for manoenvering for the 
horse artillery and would be sufficient to 
provide them with a land range. Owing 
to the amount of room required there 
may be some difficulty in securing just 
what is needed and it will probably be 
necessary to take wild land that will re­
quire considerable clearing and prepar- 
tion before it' is ready for use. When they 
do/ start it may take more than one 
summer's work before the new camp will 
be ready for the troops.
