When I fled from Main street there were
scores  of people behind me, many of them
children., They did not seem to appreciate
the imminence of their danger. Some turn-
ed into stores as if to make a easual pur-
chase. While I was looking down upon
them, utterly helpless to give further warn-
ing, the cloud of mist that seemed to pre-
cede the flood hid them from view and a|
moment later the green water buried the
houses from my sight.”

Chief ‘of Police D. E. Baker took an in-
formal census today and from his list cal-
culated that at least three hundred of the
residents were unaccounted for.

Mark S. M. Siebert, chairman of the
citizens’ committee, and Michael Murrin,
the burgess, pointed out that his reckon-
ing necessarily is inaccurate because many
of those who escaped the flood are wander-
mg about today trying to house them-
selves and those dependent upon them.
Burgess Murrin said today that in his opin-
ion not more than 150 lives were lost. “‘It

BOMBARDMENT
OF PREVESA. HAS
BEEN CONRNED

Sunday Cables, However, Say it
is Doubtful if Italians Have
Taken Tripoli

Constantinople, Oct. 1—It is officially
confirmed that the Italian squadron has
bombarded Prevesa, but the landing of
Italian forces there is denied. It is an-
nounced from Janina that two Italian war-
ships yesterday bombarded the port of
Reschadie, and torpedo boats lying in that
harbor, one of which was damaged and
landed its crew.

The Italian ships entered the port and
shelled the town, several houses = being
struck, After taking soundings they left
and later entered Port Musto, taking the
captain of the port and three boatmen
prisoners. The porte has notified the pow-
ers of the suspensicn of the light house
services in the Red Sea, the Mediterran-
ean, the Dardanelles, the Aegean and Adri-
atic. The Italian workmen in the govern-
ment factories have been diminished. The
Italians employed on the construction . of
railways in Asia Minor are abandoning
work and leaving the country.

Malta, Oct. 1—The British battleships
Puncan, Cornwallis, Russell, Triumph and
Swiftsure and the cruisers Bacchante,
Aboukir and Lancaster arrived here to-
day.
