New York Dec. 2.—Edward Field not
only skinned his father’s strong box of all
its securities, and left Cyrus W. Field
penniless, but today it was learned that
he had deliberately robbed his partner,
John F. Weichers.

Mr. Weichers himselfis the authority
for the story. He says that Field not
only robbed him of the $200,000 capital
he invested with the firm, but he also
took $50,000 in government bonds left in
the firm’s safe when Weichers went to
Cuba & number of months since to ne-
gotiate the purchase of the sugar planta-
tions. :These goyernment bonds, Mr.
Weichers adds, belongs to his wife.

The next new development Was relited
by the representative of a large German
banking :house.  ~ According to this
gentleman Field, in his desperation forg-
ed the name of a ship and a captain and
also a certificate of inspection on a cargo
of grain, and, presenting the bill of lad-
ing to the banking house, secured the
advances on a cargo of grain
which bad no existence, and
which was loaded in a ship whose name
does not appear in any of the Lloy d’son
file in the Maritime Association at this
port.

BIG BLAZE IN HALIFAX.

THE DOMINION DRILL SHED BAD-
LY BURNED.

Firemen Called Out by a Wrong Alarm
Falil to Get to the Sceme of the Fire
Until It has Gained Great Headway

SPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.

Hawrax, Dec. 4.—Fire broke out early
this morning in the government drill
shed, Spring Garden road. The police-
man who sounded the alarm left the box,
and the firemen with their apparatus
proceeded to the box from whence the
alarm was sounded, but found no sign of
fire, and left to return to their houses.
They were afterwards informed of the
location of the fire but it had gained
headway before their arrival at the
the scene.

The flames were discovered in the

south end of the drill shed, and are sup-
posed to have originated in the armory
of the 66th batallion orin the celler under-
neath South of this armory and at the
eastern end of the  building
Quartermaster Kennedy, of the 66th, and
Sergeant Major Lockhart, of the 63rd,
reside in apartments.
The flames soon penetrated into Ken-
nedy’s and thence quickly into Lock-
hart’s apartments. Miss Lizzie Lock-
hart was the first to notice the smoke,
and alarm her father who notified the
Kennedys. All harely escaped, but lost
everything.
Mrs. Lockhart was partially suffocated
with smoke. She was carried on a
blanket to the shed opposite the burn-
ing building and removed this forenoon
to a friend’s house in a cab. 8he is very
ill
Three alarms were sounded. The fire
was got under control at 3.30 this
morning. About 75 feet of the big
building at the south is a mass of
debris,and about 75 feet is gutted. The
building itself was about 400 feet long.

Fortunately there was no wind or the

whole structure would have been quick-

ly swept away. The heaviest losses
were the contents of the 66th, - Battalion.

Goschen, chancellor of the exchequer,
today addressed a meeting of the lead-
ing bankers and merchants, giving a
detailed statement of his proposed
scheme for increasing the stock of gold
in the Bank of England by the issue of
£1 notes to the amount of £38,000,000,
on the same condition as notes are now
issued. After that point they will be
issued at the rate of four-fifths against
gold and one fifth against securities.
If by these means the stock of gold is
largely increased, Mr. Goschen said he
would relax the bank charter act so as to
allow the bank in time of interaal crisis
to issue notes against securities, on con-
dition of its paying a high rate of interest
to the government on such 1ssues.
The scheme would be an enabling and
not a compulsory one. It would depend
for its success upon the popularity of the
£1 notes with bankers and the public.
The scheme for issuing 10 shilling sil-
ver notes had been dropped, but on the
condition that if foreign governments
opened their mints to free coinage of
silver, the Bank of England would be in~
vited toact upon the provisions of the
bank charter act allowing it to hold one-
fifth of its bullion in silver.

The Chignecto Ship Railway.

' The work of construction on the
Chignecto ship railway has been at &
standstill for some time, but a move is
now being made with a view to having
operations resumed intime to have the
work complete next year. Mr. H. G.
Ketchum C. E., the promoter of the ship
railway has been. in St. John for afew
days, and yesterday he met Hon.
‘G. E. Foster, the Minister of Finance
whom he notified that an application will
soon be made to the government for
some of the subsidy to be payable as in-
‘terest on the bonds which are to be is-
sued. ‘This Mr. Ketchum says, would be
practically a guarantee thatthe interest
on the-bonds will be paid and would not
involve any more . expenditure on be-
half of “the government than if
the work had been completed this year,
according to contract and the subsidy
paid as agreed upon.  The subsidy to be
given by the government is $170,000 a
year payable after the completion of the
work in half yearly installments of $85,-
000 each, for twenty years.. The work of
building theship railway was commenc-
ed in October 1888, and another season’s
work would finish it. The most difficult
and risky part of the work
according to Mr.. Ketchum's idea, has
been accomplished.
