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harbor improvements and throw the in
transit business of Canada, which pro-
perly belongs to St. John, into the hands
of Halifax, The St. John Sun
does not in this matter
represent any considerable section
of St. John public opinion. Edited as it
ig by a Halifax man, and with a business
manager who is also a Halifax man, its
sympatbies are all hostile to this city.
It was not more than fifteen monihs ago
that the Sun .was advocating the con-
struction of the Harvey-Salisbury rail-
way, a line intended to sidetrack St.
John and to prevent any of the business
of the Canadian Pacific from coming to
this port. The people of St. John would
surely have very short memories if they
forgot this incident in the career of the
Sun, or if they now histened to its advice
in regard to postponing harbor improve-
ment. At this moment the great need
of St. John is better facilities
for accommodating steamships coming
here. We want deep water wharves,
with warehouses and railway connexions
and a grain elevator,and the only person

THE IEU-I_BRUISWICK RAILWAY AND
THE CANADIAN PACIFIC.

The transfer of the New Brunswick
Railway to the CanadiangPacific sys.em,
which is announced to take place a few
days hence, is an event of very great im-
portance to the people of this city. Un-
der any circumstances the transfer of
lines aggregating 415 miles of railway
from one corporation to another would be
an event of much moment, but there are
circumstances connected with it that
make it peculiarly significant at the pre-
sent time. For a long time the Canadian
Pacific magnates were disposed to despise
their eastern connexions and to pooh
pooh the traffic which might be derived
from the Maritime Provinces. Their
souls were wedded to the west and unless
a province could grow wheat in unlimited
quantities it was of no value in their
eyes. There was a time indeed when it
seemed probable that the western busi-
ness of the Canadian Pacific would go to
New York and Boston, and the maritime
provinces be left out in the cold. This
was no doubt partly owing to the fact
that there was a sort of belief in the
western provinces that Halifax was the
only port in the maritime provinces a
steamship could enter. The people of
Montreal and Toronto do not appear to
have known anything about St. John and
therefore the directors of the Canadian
Pacific railway thought they had no
choice but between New York or Boston
and Halifax. They have now dis-
covered that 277 miles nearer
than  Halifax, if measured by
distance, or 402 miles if measured by
cost of transportation, there is an open
port which is never turned into & skat-
ing rink in winter, but is at all times
available for ocean steamships. They
have discovered that this port of St
John which is practically as near to
them r8. New York, is a far better port
than Hulifax, inasmuch as it is more
easily approached, more easily entered
and much safer when entered. This
discovery no doubt lies at the root of the
negotiations for the transfer of the New
Brunswick Railway to the Canadian
Pacific Company. That great line will
now have a total length of 5,338 miles or
almost one half of the; entire railway
mileage of Canada. Its termini will
Tow be on both oceans; and it will be,
which it was not before, a transcontin-
ental line.

OUR HARBOR REVENUES.

The Sun this morning, for the purpose
of showing how very profiitable our
wharves have been to the city, publishes
the following summary of our harbor
revenues which itstates is compiled from
the chamberlain’s annual report for
1889 :—

Referring to this table, discussing
Mr. Leary’s new proposition to the Com-
mon Council, the Sun says editorially :—

We publish elsewhere last year's re-
turns from the corporation wharves.
With this statement the council can con-
sider whether it is better to seek govern-
ment subsidies and give large city grants
to secure the construction of new wharves
when the government subsidies might be
obtained and the city money may be
spent in the establishment of what may
be very profitable corporation wharf
property in Carleton.

The Sun appears to think that a long
course of reading in its columns has de-
prived those who follow 1ts teachings of
thtir reasoning faculties. The readers of
Tre Gazerre, however, will see at once
that of the $30,088 received as harbor
revenues no less than $12,591 has no
connexion with the wharves at
all, being derived from anchorage
dues, vessels in stream and harbor
master’s fees. This reduces the net
revenue derived from the harbor to
$10,881, The reader will also observe
that the interest on the cost of these very
profitable wharves, which the city has to
pay, is very carefally omitted from the
Sun's gtable. The city is paying in in-
terest every year on its debt, exclusive
of its water bonds, upwards of $80,000,
and more than half of this debt
has been incurred for  building
and repairing wharves, so that about
$40,000 in interest is properly chargable
to harbor expenditures. Instead of hav-
ing a net harbor revenue of $23,472, the
interest account alone wipes out all the
supposed profits and leaves a heavy bal-
ance on the wrong side of the account.
The Sun also seems to fail to perceive
that the very arguments it is now using
against Mr. Leary, showing the great
profitableness of our harbor, are argu-
ments against the harbor commission
scheme of which itis so strong an ad-
vocate.

THE HALIFAX ORGAN SPEAKS.

The Halifax organ which, although it
is published in St. John and ought to re-
present St. John interests, is really is-
qued in the interests of Halifax, has a
long article this morning condemning
Mr. Leary’s amended scheme for giving
the city a system of deep water wharves
and warehouses with railway connexions
on the West side. It is unnecessary to
bestow any attention on the arguments
used against the acceptance of this new
offer of Mr. Leary, because the logical
result of the arguments is to postpone all

Mr. Leary. The cry of the Sun against
Mr. Leary is therefore a cry in favor of
Halifax which naturally rejoices to see
harbor improvements in this city inde-
finitely postponed. The fun’s advice is
very good advice forthe people of St.
John not to take. They will never be
far wrong if they do the very opposite cf
what the Sun tells them.

THE DECEASED WIFE'S SISTER.

Although a law legalizing marriage
with a deceased wife’s sister has been on
the statute book of Canada for some years,
that unfortunate female popped up very
unexpectedly in the General Assembly
of the Presbyterian church, which is now
in session at Ottawa. A Mr. Thos. Char-
bonelle, of Winnipeg, who has been en-
gaged in missionary work,and who came
recommended by the Presbytery of Que-
bee, applied to be receiveu as a minister
of the church. The application was op-
posed by Dr. Greig on the ground that
Charbonélle had married his deceased
wife’s sister, which, in the eyes of the
aforesnid Greig, was a deadly sin.
To admit him, this upholder of
ancient orthodoxy declared, would be
revolutionary. Greig maintained that
the assembly had never sanctioned such
marriages, but had only tolerated them
as Moses tolerated divorce. It appears
that Greig would like to introduce the
law of Moses into Canada, including, we
suppose, burnt offerings, scape goats,
show bread, and the pleasant little
“divvies” which the priests had of the
bread and meat which was supposed to
be offered to the Lord, but which was in
reality eaten by the priests and their
families. The opponents of the marriage
with a deceased wife’s sister have noth-
ing to rest upon but a text in Leviticus
which to the ordinary understanding
means that a man shall not marry his
wife’s sister, in her life time, to vex
her. Yet cn this narrow text
bigots have broken up happy homes
and|separated wives from their husbands,
by persuading weak minded women
that by marrying the man who had been
married before to a sister they had com-
mitted a dreadful sin, only to be con-
doned by penitential prayers and mis-
sionary labor in the slums. If the laws
of Moses are to be obeyed in respect to
marriage why not in respect to other
matters? If Moses is to be regarded as
an infalliable guide in one thing why not
inall? Dr. Greig was supported in his
attack on Charbonelle by Mr. Sedgewick,
Mr. Cruikshanks and Dr. Forrest, but a
motion to reject the application
was voted down. The matter
has been remitted to a special

committee and their report on the sub-
ject will be awaited with interest.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

When the Canadian Pacific company
take over the New Brunswick railway,
one of their’first acts will probably be to
place a swift and seaworthy steamer on
the route between St. John and Digby. A
staunch, new Clyde built steamer, able to
go to sea in all weathers, and which will
not have to lie storm stayed in Digby
for three days at a time, would just fill
the bill,

THE EAST AFRICAN ARRANGEMENT.

Itis D byla L
ive Paper asa Disgraceful Surrender,

Loxpo¥, June 12.—The St. James Gaz-
ette, in an article on the negotiations be-
ing carried on by England and Germany,
relative to the territory of Africa, says it
is probable a settlement will be reached,
by which the Germans will evacuate and
abandon all claims to the territory behind
Witu. The Gazette further says a line
will be drawn across Victoria Nyanza,
one degree south of the equator, to the
eastern bouudrry of the Congo State. All
the dispnted territory north of this line
will be British and allsouth of it German.
The English will be eutitled to construct
and use a road from Victoria Nyanza to
Lake Tanganylka. The Enghsh will
also have absolute control of the
Stephenson road from Lake Tan-
ganylka to Lake Nyanza; and of the
region round Lake Bangweolo, and the
Wrunga territory. The action of Dr.
Peters and the treaties he has made
with the native chiefs will be expressly
disavowed at Berlin.

MORE TROUBLE IN JAPAN,

Recent Instances of Ill-Treantment of
Foreigners by the Natives.

A San Francisco despatch says:—A

correspondent writing from Yokohama,

Japan, under date of May 21, says:

“Some uneasiness prevails among
foreigners in the Japanese capital owing
to developements whieh have followed
the-murder of the Canadian missionary,
the late Rev.T. A. Large. The excite-
ment occasioned by the news of the
murder had just died away when one of
the best know foreigners, in the [city
found himself a victim of circumstances
which compelled his departure, and fol-
lowing close upon that another mis-
stonary was set upon by a crowd of
students, and seriously cut by knives.

“On May 6th the Rev. James Summers,
for many years past proprietor of the
English school at Tokio, patronized by
the nobility, was driving in one of the
principal thoroughfares of Tokio with his
wife when the carriage of the Dowager
Empress, mother of the present Mikado,
approached with a cavalry escort. When
a member of the Royal family passes, it
is . customary for people along the
street to uncover their heads, and Sum-
mers reined in his horse into the side of
the street and halted. As the carriage
approached he took off his hat, replacing
it as soon s the carriage was past
him. One of the escorts in the rear of
the carriage noticed his hat, and brought
his lance in line with it so that the cav-
alryman struck Summers a severe blow
on the head. The soldier was at once
arrested and court martialled.

“The ‘native press immediately took
up the matter, and much feeling against
the foreigners was manifested by the
rough student element known as the
Shoz, who were inflamed by the report
that Summers had been guilty of an act
of disrespect towards the Empress Dow-

iager. They called repeatedly at his

school, and so alarmed Summers that
he left the school in the hands of the po-
lice, and sailed on the 6th instant by a
steamer for his home in England, leaving
his family in the care of friends. The
Shoz are greatly excited, and foreigners
are fearing serious outbreaks. Unfor-
tunately Mr. Summers is the same man
who, about fortygyears ago, caused the
death of she Governor of Macao, in China,
by refusing to remove his hat when a
Corpus Christi procession was passing.
He was thrown into prison by the Portu-
guese, was rescned by an English Ad-
miral, and impending the excitement
the Portuguese Governor and one other

person were killed.
“On the 17th instant the Japanese

stadents of the Presbyterian school
known as Helji Cakuin started to play
a game of baseball with the students of
the Coto Seigakko, a preparatory school
and the feeder to the Imperial Universit y
at Tokio. The Rev. G. W. Knox, the
American missionary, teacher in Helji
Cakuin, accompanied the students from
this school. While the game was in
progress another American missionary,
the Rev. 8. Imbrey, of New Jersey, a
teacher in the same school, went to the
grounds and stepped up over a low hedge-
fence into the field. He was set upon
by the Shoz, and beaten obout the head
and body and sustained injuries and
knife-cuts about the head. No cause is
given for the act. He will recover.

“Less fear is being shown by the Shoz
of the police, and the outcome of the ex-
citement is the topic of general surmise.
The American squadron on the Asiatic
station has not had a vessel stationed in
Yokohama harbor since the flagship
Omaha left two months ago for
Kobe, at which port she s
still stationed. The Monocacy is in
Chinese waters, and the Swatara is at
Chemulpo, whither she carried the fam-
ily of United States Minister Hurl. This
vessel is expected within a week at Na-
gasaki, whither she brings ex-United
States Minister Dinsmore.”

$10,000. The fire originated in a drug
store close by and separated from the
great hotel by an alley.

Much interest is being taken in the
contest in Quebec west, where Mathew
Hearn, life-long liberal, is opposing Owen
Murphy, the Mercier candidate and the
hero of the Table Rock scamdal.

A large crowd assembled on the Allan
wharves at Quebec yesterday when the
Duke and Duchess of Connaught sailed
for England, per “Sardinian.” Salutes
were fired as the ship passel Dufferin
terracg,

Yesterday afternoon a man was seen
to jumpinto the river at Niagara and
was carried over the American Fall
The body was seen near the Maid of the
Mist landing afterward. There is no
clue to his identity.

A young girl named Clemens fell into
the Little Miami river at Loveland, O.,
yesterday and was brought ashore by

her mother who jumped in for her, but
the daughter was beyond resuscitation.
The mother also died.

Fire broke out early this morning in
the fourth floor of the Catholic Mercy
hospital. The patients were safely re-
moved and the fire extinguished. One
of the nuns, however, named Ellen Mur-
ray, perished in the flames. The loss is
$10,000.

Fdward F. Costello, a brakeman on the
New London Northern railroad,at Palmer,
Mass., instantly killed his son, aged 19
months, at 1.20 p. m. yesterday, while the
child lay sleeping in its cradle. He stood
directly over it and fired a shot through
its breast. He fired three shots at his wife,
one striking her corset steel, which alone
saved her life.

Reports have been received at St
Petersburg of & disastrous conflagration
in the mining districts of the Ural moun-
tains.
