Interrupt Hon. John Burns &hd

London, June 4.—Suffragettes are
angry to-day because some of. their
number were forcibly removed from
the Whitechape] art gallery for inter-
rupting the speech of Hon. John Burns,
president of the local government
board, at the opening of the tuberculo-
sig exhibition. '

“Votes for women wily make condi-
tiong of life less baneful,” shouted the
suffragettes, drowning out the sound
of the.speaker’'s voice. After numer-
ous interruptions Mr. Burns lost his
temper ‘and demanded that the dis-
turbers be put out. Finally somie ‘of
the women and a few men were Or-
dered to leave the gallery, and upon
their refusal were carried bodily, de-
spite their screams and scratches, to
the doors and ejected.

“Things have come to a fine pass,”
mourned Mr. Burns, “when one cannot
fight the white plague without at the
same time having to fight the suffra-
gette plague.”

to Forestall Germans or
Japanese. .

Word was received Thursday by the
steamer Monteagle that the expedition
which was sent to the Pargcel Islands
some weeks ago to investigate the re-
port that a number of Japanese and
Germans had squatted there without
the permission of the Chinese, has re-
turned. Though many days were spent
in exploring the numerous islands of
the group, mno . foreigners were found,
though evidence existed that some peo-
ple had been there and had conducted
some operations or other. There were
‘a number of Chinese fishermen about
at the time, and huts were establish-
ed on some of the islands, and upon
the' men being questioned as to whe-
ther any foreigners had: been there of
late, they replied in the afiirmative,
stating that the representatives of a
certain nation had been there survey-
ing the islands. The fishermen also
stated that a party of foreigners were
to be found on the southern end of
Hainan Island, and later the expedi-
tion visited the place indicated and dis-
covered two . Germans, one Japanese,
and several Malays. They stated that
they were engaged solely in prospect-
ing for minerals, and in that direction
they seemied to have done a fair
amount of work, ag there were many
holes to be seen. The fishermen  re»
ported that they had seen the prospect-
ors surveying, bit, of course, they:may
easily have been mistaken. On the
Paracels quite an ameunt. of timber
grows, and the visiting officers discov-
éred names of foreigners .carvedg on
some of the pine trees, and there were
also other indications of ‘the presence
of foreigners. The expedition returned
to Hongkong from Hainan, and has
now gone to Canton (o report to his
excellency the viceroy. It ig the inten-
tion of the Chinese government to now
have all outlying islands ' definitely
charted as belonging to China, and
where possible to colonize them. On
habitable isldnds a few colonistg will
be induced to live in order to firmly
establish China's rights, as well as to
observe the movements of any for-
eigners who may come about. The isl-
ands wil]. be wvisited periodically by
Chinese men-of-war, so. there is not
likely to be any more unpleasantness
of the Pratag Island kind,

Colonel Seymour, the officer 1p
charge, detailed a squad to disperse
the groups, Talleraico was ordered to
move on, but stopped to explain that
he was going to the post office, he said.
Misinterpretating his jargon as insults,
the guardsman bayoneted him through
the right thigh, infifcting a njme-inch
wound. :
