Rescues Babies from Burning Hospital
at Waltham, Mass., and Super­

How the heroism of a St. John girl 
saved hundreds of Infants from a hor­
rible death by fire and also the hos­
pital In which she is employed from 
serious damage Is recounted In a brief 
manner by the Boston Post.
