HEADQUARTERS OF THE JAP-
ANESE ARMY, via Fusan, Dec. 14.—
Every part of the city and harbor of
Port Arthur is visible from 203 Metre
Hill. The streets of the city are de-
serted and but few soldiers are doing
patrol duty. Many buildings have been
burned and others shattered. The har-
bor presents a strange appearance,with
the turrets, masts and funnels of war-
ships just showing above the water.
There is not a vessel afloat in the har-
bor. The docks and buildings on the
water front are torn and burned. The
Japanese shells reach every part of the
city and harbor.

WASHINGTON, Dec, 14.—The Jap-
anese legation has received the follow-
ing cablegram from Tokio :

“Commander of naval artillery re-
ports that bombardment on the thir-
teenth was principally aimed at a Rus-
sian torpedo boat at Tiger Hill and at
steamboats in the wvicinity. Torpedo
depot ablaze one hour. Three ships
were destroyed and one was sunk be-
side buildings greatly damaged. Indi-
rect, bombardment upon Sevastopol,
staying in outside harbor, was sus-
pended owing to bad weather.
