It has been shown, however, that our
venture of faith has been fully Justi-
fied in the results attained, and we
were able to close our books with a
credit balance upon the Diocesan Mis-
sion Fund of $884.61, as against a
credit balance last year of $430.00. In
other words, we made during the year
a net gain of $454.61, a very satisfac-
tory statement in view of the fact
that the increased standard of stipend
involved an expenditure by the Board
of Missions of at least $4,000.00 more
this year than last.
As 1 have already indicated, the
gain in this respect is not solely due
to the fact that we have made larger
missionary offerings. We have been
favored by more remunerative invest-
ments, and here we owe a debt of
gratitude to our very efficient Board
of Finance, whose members are tire-
less in their watchful care of the
Church’s interests.
