ipotentiaries, who are awaiting the
Turkish reply do not conceal their im.

the settlement longer than a week,
Meanwhile unofficial conversations
have begun among the allles regard-
ing their inter-Balkan delimitations.
Dr. Daneff, head of the Bulgarian de-
Jegation and the Greek premier, M.
Venizelos, were engroesed in this
task today. As no agreement has yet
been reached concerning Saloniki, the
Greeks hope to find no difficulty in
retaining the town when the Bulgar-
fans get Adrianople. Rechad Pasha re-
ceived a long cipher meswage from
Constantinople this afternoon, and it
ie asserted that he was lnstructed to
confer with Sir Edward Grey, the Brit-
ich foreign secretary, with the object
of obtaining dirvect intervention:by the
powers under the form of mediation,
