COW-
Copenhagen, Aug. 24—England, the 

arch-enemy of Germany, must be beat­
en down at whatever cost, so Emperor 
William told his troops while on a 
visit to the Flanders front on Wednes­
day . An official statement issued in 
Berlin says that the emperor address­
ed deputations from all detachments 
which have had a share In meeting 
the British attacks. He said he felt 
impelled to express his thanks and 
his full recognition of the heroic gal­
lantry shown by troops from all parts 
of Germany In the hard fighting of 
the last week. The emperor referred 
to marked contrast between the Ger­
man and Anglo-French points of 
view and continued:

In Hands of Almighty.

Paris, Aug. 24.—An attack by the 
French east of the road between 
Esnes and Bethincourt enabled them 
to enlarge their positions north of 
Dead Man’s Hill to the extent of a 
kilometre. The announcement fol-

“In the Champagne our artillery 
continued to bombard * German de­
fense works. Our patrols penetrated 
the German lines in the sector bo- 
tween Sousin and St. Hilaire and 
ascertained that apparatus for the dis­
charge of gas had been destroyed.

"On the left bank of the Meuse at 
4.45 o’clock this morning troops with 
their customary dash attacked the 
German positions between Avocourt 
Wood and Dead Man's Hill. All our 
objectives were attained and in most 
instances surpassed.

Carried Hill 304.

"A single charge the French car­
ried the formidably organized Hill 
304 and also Cunard Wood, to the 
west of it. They also captured, north 
of Hill 304, a line of defense works 
and fortified farms and reached the 
river south of the Forges Brook. 
Between Haucourt and Bethincourt 
the average depth of the advance was 
more than two kilometres. Prisoners 
were taken this morning in the course 
of the action.

‘ At the same time a vigorous offen­
sive east of the road between Esnes 
and Bethincourt enabled us to en­
large our positions north of Dead 
Man's Hill to a depth of about eight 
kilometres.

"In Lorraine we repulsed easily an 
enemy attack on small posts near 
Moncel.''

Fredericton, Aug. 24—Hon. J. F. 
Tweed dale minister of agriculture, 
today gave a statement of crop con­
ditions as far as the information re­
ceived by bis department and his 
own personal knowledge would per­
mit. Hay Is an abundant crop. On 
the upper St. John much old hay is 
pressed and ready for shipment and 
the cut of new hay Is so great that 
storage room Is at a premium. Farm­
ers with hay containing a large pro­
portion of clover, are letting it ripen 
with the intention of grinding it for 
clover seed.

Similar conditions prevail in other 
parts of the province. There is little 
live stock In the province to which to 
feed hay, a regrettable state of affairs, 
which is the result'largely of the de­
mand of the United States market 
for young animals. 
tIn all sections Including Maine the 

potato crop promised well until with­
in the past week. In that time rust 
has hit Victoria and f'arleton count­
ies . hard. The largest potato acre­
age is in that section.. Some fields 
are entirely brown and rot also has 
made its appearance. Farmers antici­
pate that the yield will be seriously 
affected. Similar conditions are re­
ported from Aroostook county, Maine. 
The minister stated that turnips had 
an acreage from fifty to seventy per 
cent, greater than the average and 
everywhere were in excellent condi­
tion. The yield was expected to be 
greater than the average.

It Is believed the order is 
only designed to control and conserve 
the sulphur supply of the United 
States.

London, Aug. 34.—Heavy fighting 
was kept up through the night south 
of Lens.

Portuguese troops repulsed Ger­
man raiders at two points in the re­
gion of La Bassee. The official an­
nouncement follows :

"Fierce fighting continued in the 
night south of Lens as a result of 
which we hold German trenches im­
mediately northwest of the Green 
Crassier. The enemy artillery has 
been active in the night northeast of 
Ypres. Hostile raiders were repulsed 
In the night by the Portuguese at two 
points northwest of La Bassee.”
