Mr Campbell Seconds
Mr. Ompbell in eeoondwne the am­

endment said 'that he hud endeavored 
to look at t;he question from a const! 
tuttonoil ami -Legal aspect He had al­
ways been a temperance man in the 
best and truest sense of 'the term. As 
iegtsiMcms they were not discussing 
tofuil ab tioieuce or the tiee of tnitoxv 
eating liquors, but were to decide 
which way they were to vote on the 
retoluiVion before the House. He no­
ticed by the Dominion Homslard that 
when tihe question wee before Parlia­
ment rtrong and able opposition was 
made against the passage of the AoL 
The controversy had been lengthy un<t 
numéro us points had been na'fsed but 
he would only take time to refer to a 
few of them. It ehonild be remembered 
that the Act tooked forward to prohi­
bition of Jnteir-Prov'nial trade end 
only a.ppMed to province* where tly 
sale of liquor was prohibited. New 
Brunswick was one of thoee provinces 
and was about to deride the que«t9on 
by a plebiscite.

Election* w ere always uncertain and 
supposing the Act wus defeated, where 
would the province be Lf in the mean­
time Llxe electors had voted to prohibit 
iniea-ProvLncial trade. To use a com­
mon expression- it would be a case or 
putting <he cart before the house. It 
must he remembered that the plebis­
cite .provided for by the Dominion Act 
would have to be taken in electoral 
dieta'icts that meant for instance that 
a vote could not be taken to the coun­
ties of York and Sunbury, but in the 
constituency of YorkSunbury. He 
could not «see how the representative» 
of Sunbary county could on the reso­
lution before the House give expres­
sion 40 the view* of the people of 
Y}ork county. He was hopeful that the 
points he had raised agafloat the reso­
lution would ooamnend thecnselvee to 
hon. member».

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REFERENDUM 
RESOLUTION 

IS DEFEATED
By An Amendment Which 

Puts it Off Until Prohibi­
tion is Voted on.

- NON-PARTY MATTER

In Which the "Yeas” and 
"Nays" Were Each About 
Equally Divided Between 
Both Sides of the House.

Speaking to tine resolution Mr. 

rweeddoile aaid: lu moving this reto- 
utlon, 1 want it to be distinctly under­
stood that it let not a Govevument 
nor in any sense a party measure. 
I am simply exercising my right and 
nrivdege ais a representative of the 
people, and a member of tbio House. 
Every honorable member wïll have 
an opportunity of exercising his vote 
in accordance with his cofcscientious 
oonviétions, taking to himself a per- 
eonal and individual respontiiibiiiiy, 
without in any way affecting hto po- 
Mtloal allegiance.

It ana y not be necessary for me to 
gitve -to the House the necessity or 
reason for introducing the resolution, 
ais that was fitly explained ln the 
speeches delivered by His Lordsiiiip, 
BLttoop Richardson* and the other 
reverend gentlemen repieeentlng the 
different religfaoue denominations of 
the province, when they addressed tiie 
hon. mean bets of this House last week

During the period of .the war, almost 
all civilized countries either embar­
goed. restmicted or prohibited the use 
or sale of intoxicating liquor.
Federal Government, as a war mea­
sure, prohibited Inter-provincial traffic 
in intoxicating liquors, and store the 
cassation of distilleries, have recinded

The

the order, but along with jt have 
made provision, by a statutory regu­
lation. giving the people in the re­
spective provinces an opportunity of 
making known to the Federal Govern­
ment their wishes in respect to Inter- 
provincial traffic in spirituous and in­
toxicating liquors. This is a recogni­
tion of tiie broad principles of democ­
racy and taker» away from the govern­
ment 1!he resipon'pfliblluties of famposing 
what to some might seem to be an 
arbitrary Law upon the respective 
provinces.

In the Federal Statutes providing 
for referendum it is necessary to have 
a resolution similar to this passed by 
the legislature before the Federal 
Government wi!31 hold a plebiscite. If 
this resolution was not moved in the 
House thOv session, a plebiscite could 
not be held on the question for eigh­
teen months hence.

Attorney-Generafl Daniel?, of the 
Nova Scotia Government* gave notice 
of the resolution in the Legislature 
ln that province as a government 
measure, on the 16th Instant.

I am not going to undertake to use 
e'ther argument or powers of persua­
sion. Every honorable member will 
be free to exercise bin own judgment 
on .tihe issue, and will be recorded 1» 
Hansard according as hie votes for or 
against the Issue.

In my Judgment, .provincial prohi­
bition Is practically tarponfbte of en­
forcement with inter-provincial traffic 
in nplrituous and Intoxicating liquors 
permissible.

Mr. Peck Seconds.

Mr. Peck, in seconding the resolu­
tion. seiid that R had been proposed 

, by the New Brunswick branch of the 
Temperance Alliance and was cordlal- 

X ly approved by a large number of 
• clergymen and business men of the 

province. He considered it one of the 
most important questions at present 
agitating the public mind, and be had 
much pleasure In seconding the reso­
lution. the object of which was to 
give the people an opportunity to ex­
press their opinion.

An Amendment.

Mr. Michaud agreed with the mover 
of the resolution that all hon. mem­
bers had the right to exercise their 
individual opinion on the question.

| He comtideved the matter an import­
ant one, not only for New Brunswick, 
but for Canada. Personally he had 
always been a .temperance man and 
had worked for the . ause prior to the 
passage of the Intoxicating liquor Act. 
Since that he had taken no part either 
for or against temperance, and had 
not even appeared in court to connec­
tion with liquor eases. He was oppos­
ed to the reebhition because it meant 
interference by the Federal Govern­
ment in provincial affairs. Another 
reason for Ms being 
was that he felt >t would neutralize 
tiie effect of the plebiscite to Ibe taken 
on the lntor.teating liquor Act. Prior 
to the election in 1917 he had refused 
to commit hlmrelf on the question of 
prohibition, but had agreed to do 
nothing to minimize Its effects until
