In opening
My, Fielding said he had the plaaeure
of deal:ng with the most prosperous
period in Canada’s history. The cpera-
tions of the past year had surpassed his
expectations as outlined in the budget
speech of a year go. While & marked
business reviva! had contribatsd to this
he was copvinced that the p:1.cy ofthe
government was an important contriba-
tory caare. The revenue lagt year wae
$40,555 238 or $1,265,000 more than his
estimate and $2,125,000 more then the
revenue of the previous year. Custome
revenne showsd au increase of $2 229 -
645, Toere wss & decre:se iniilind
zevenue returns but the mnet increasein
revenae was $2.725456. Proceeding Mr.

He
was afraid he wounld have to tell all such
that economy, like charity,should begin
at home and that if they wanted putlic
works they must recognize the rights of
others in this e¢nnnectior.

Carada's Proeperity.

The minister of finance went info
trade figures to show Canada’s prosper-
ity.

$8,612,000.

After osliing attention to the large in-
creage in the life insurance in straighs
line companies, which is constantly be-
ing more and more regarded in tbe light
of an investment, the minister of finance
quoted figures of & businese agency,
which showed a decrease of 28 per cent.
in the number of business faiiures. The
C. P. R, G. T. R. and the street railways
of Montreal, Toronto, London, Hamilton
and Ottawa sl3oshowed steady incresser,
The street railway figures were: 1894,
$2,226 000; 1895, $2 476 000; 1896, $2694,-
000; 1897, $2,860,000; 1898, $3,149,000..

Mr. Fielding concladed this part of his
speech by resding from the C. P..R..an-
nual report and the annual reporta of
the varions Canadisn boards of trade to
show that the business men 8&W that
the country was prospering.

Foreign Trade.

Mr. Fielding eabmitted & compsrative
#'atement of tbe foreign trade of Canada
and the United States per head of poot-
lation, to show that Canada in this mat-
ter was much ahead of Uaited States.
The tctal trade of tne United Siates per
head of population in 1888 was $24.60,
and Cenada’s $56:29, From 1868 the
United States foreign trade increased by
$7.30 per head, ours incressed by
20.33. The United States’ exporis per
head last year were $16.24, while ours
were $27.64 The total trade (foreign) of
the United States for 1896 was $23.32
r head and for 1898 $24 60. Canada’a

for 1896 was $44.69 and for 1893 $56.29.
Our increase was $11,60 per head, while
that of the United States was $1 28, In
1897 the United Statea trade decreased
$34 per head and ours increased $8 28.

West Indian Trade.

The minister of finance did not take
& very hopeiul view of our trade with
the Britsh West Indies and British
Guians and said that but for the prefers
ence we gave these provinces last year
our trade with them would have been
destroyed. A feature of the United
States tarift had the eflect of really giv-
ing theee colonies aa larze and in gome
cases & largez preference than our 25
sr cent. preference. This was caused-
by United B:ates countervailing duties
on “bounty fed” sogar. On “bounty
fed”  beet egumgar from Europe
an Amoarican importer had to pay
regular sugar duty and the amount
of bounty as well The Indies
produced cane sugar on which thers was
ro bounty,and this went into the U. 8.
merket at a great advantage, importers
