All Speclalists.

In the department of records there
are six men, two for each detail.

> wgne another speclalizes on the
modus operandi or method of operation
of criminals. They are also, to a de-
gree, proficient in microscopic inspec-
tion, photography and general chem-
istry.

In the plainclothes division oné of the

is a chemical analyst, and a thirq is a

man of all-around police experle'nce.\x

One inspector epecializes on bunco men
bad check artists and the llke, while
enother has burglaries as his specialty.
Another cares for the miscellaneous
larcenies.

Unlike other police departments, a
policeman is held entirely 'responsible
for investigation and arrests. If a man
is arrested and investigated by =a
policemen, he may release him on his
own responsibility. A policeman carries
out his own investigations or is as-
signed to the work, and his repert
is expected to be complete when it is
turned in.

In every case where & person is
charged with a serious crime, a de.
talled report is made by Dr, Jau Don
Ball, a medico-psychologist, who is one
of the best-known men in thig line of
work in the United States.

This examination includes details of
physical, mental and nervous condition.
It also takes in any signs of disease or
inferiority, and also deals with a com-
plete history of the crime and a fam-
fly history. The recommendations of
Dr. Ball are followed ag closely as
possible.

1S UP 600 PCT.

British Mining Company Start-
ed Advance in Prices
- Back in 1867.

Chicago, March 11.—Diamond prices
increased 600 per cent between 1880 and
1920, according to Chicago trade re-
ports. They advanced 200 per cent
during the war. They reached the peak
of all the ages in 1919, and remained
at the maximum until the middle of
1920. There has since been a small de-
cline. .

“In 1850, sald Sidney Bell, & Chi-
cago expert, ‘‘diamonds of high quality
retailed at $100 a carat, in 1896 at $150,
in 1900 at $250, in 1910 at $350, in 1914
at $400, in 1917 at $500, in 1918 at $600,
end in 1919 at $700. The price now s

$560.

“The best diamonds, blue-whites,
canary-coiored, browns, and those of
other tints known to the trade as
‘fancy,’ command eg much as $1,000 a
carat. No set rules govern the value of
the larger stones. Prices depend on
size, color, brilliancy aang cutting.

“The advance of diamond prices up’to
the war period was due to the arbi-
trary business methods of the De Beers
Consolidated Mines, Limited, that con.
trols the output of the, South African
mines, which yleld 98 per cent of the
world’s diamonds. When mining was
inexpensive and the output was around
5,000,000 carats annually, the prices con-
tinued to advance, despite a seemingty
inexhaustible supply. The company's
announced policy was to prevent the
ancient jewel of kings from becoming
cheap and common.

‘“Record prices in war times were
due to labor shortage, and a conse-

quent shortage of output atgf the
mines and unexampled prosperity
in the United States which made

working people the nation'g greatest
diamond buyers. For years the United
States has absorbed 85 per cent of the
South African output.

‘“The United States, according to
000 worth of diamonds in 1867, the year
the South African fieldg were discover-
ed Imports last year were valued at
$89,000,000.”
