Province of Nova Scotia; and We do command you, that all difficulties and excuses
whatsoever laying aside, you be and appear for the purpose aforesaid, in the Senate of
Our said Dominion, at all times whensoever and wheresoever Our Parliament may be in
Our said Dominion convoked and holden: and this you are in no wise to omit.

IN TESTIMONY WnEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNEsS, Our Right
Trusty and Right Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor the Right Honourable
Sir John Campbell Hamilton-Gordon, Earl of Aberdeen; Viscount Formar-
tine, Baron Haddo, Methlic, Tarves and Kellie, in the Peerage of Scotland ;
Viscount Gordon of Aberdeen, County of Aberdeen, in the Peerage of the
United Kingdom; Baronet of Nova Scotia; Knight Grand Cross of Our Most
Distinguished Order of Saint Michael and Saint George, &c., &c., Governor
