I» eonnaction with: this matter I have to inform yeu
that ,if the facts are as stated by Kimnan in ﬂ'-":'ﬁfm
he as well as his wife and children are emtitled to reside
wpon the Reserve in question,they being all fulleblooded
Indians. It might ponluy,hnnor,be well to make onguiry
of the Indian Azent for the loeality in respsct to this
matter.
